MEETING OF THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS OF 
ACADIA UNIVERSITY.

The Board of Governors of Acadia Uni­
versity met in session in the vestry of the 
Baptist Church at 2 p.m. on Thursday, 
18th inst. A large amount of routine bus­
iness was attended to and matters of great 
importance were considered. The sittings 
of the Board extended through portions of 
Friday and Saturday. The new Manual 
Training Department, under Prof. McDon­
ald, is to be opened this fall in connection 
with the academy and promises to be an 
important factor in the academical work. 
Some changes have taken place in the 
teaching staff of academy and college. 
Rev. W. H. Young, Ph. D., acting profes­

sor of English Literature, has returned to 
the United States. Mr. E. W. Sawyer, B. 
A., has been added to the staff of instructors 
in the college. Prof. H. N. Shaw, B. A., 
teacher of elocution and director of the 
gymnasium, has resigned his position iu 
Acadia to accept a more lucrative situation 
in the Toronto School of Expression. Mr. 
E. R. Morse, B. A., of Paradise, a late 
graduate of Harvard, takes the place of 
Mr. F. M. Shaw in the academy, aud will 
act as assistant in some of the duties of 
Principal Oakes. The new seminary build 
ing will be handed over to the Board of 
Governors about August 25th. The build­
ing operations were performed by Rhodes, 
Curry & Co., of Amherst. The heating 
apparatus was purchased from Power & Co., 
of Boston. The beautiful grounds and 

about 200 x 100 feet, have been ar­
tistically laid out at an additional expense. 
It is claimed by the Board that they 
now have seminary buildings and appoint­
ments second to none on the continent of 
America : and having secured the services 
of Mdme. Fraulein Mar; arethe Zuck, a 
German lady of rare accomplishments and 
experience, as director of instrumental- 
music, it is confidently expected that 
Acadia Seminary will enter upon 
unprecedented prosperity. The prospect 
is encouraging for all the affiliated institu- 
tutious at Wolfville.

Monday Evening.
A powerful platform Missionary meeting 

was held Monday evening at 7.30. The 
speakers were Revds. A. Cohoon, 
de St. Dalmas and A. Grant.

The subject chosen by Mr. Cohoon, who 
is secretary of the Home Mission Board of 
the Convention, was, “The relation of 
Home to Foreign Missions.” The worthy 
secretary strongly urged the importance of 
well developed home fields in order to sup­
ply the demands of the foreign work. Rev. 
St. Dalmas, representative of Grande Ligné 
Mission followed. He presented an ear­
nest plea for thip historic mission. Enthu­
siasm was increased by the statement that 
the speaker’s grandfather was at one time 
a canon in the Roman Catholic Church; 
but through the blessing of God, upon can­
did inquiry and investigation he was led 
to accept Jesus Christ as his Saviour and 
seceded from Rome, devoting the remain­
der of his life to the preaching of Christ 
and him crucified. His father is at present 
seventy-nine yearrf of age and has for fifty 
years been preaching in England. Mr. 
St. Dalmas’ elder brother has been a preach­
er for more than twenty years. The 
speaker himself had been engaged in the 
work for about seventeen years, so that one 
hundred and twenty years of Baptist evan­
gelical work has been the result of the con­
version of one deluded adherent of Rome.

He urged and proved by 
many illustrations and incidents that effort 
for these poor people of dark Quebec am­
ply repays.

THE APPLE CROP.
The prospect of the fruit grower is not 

very bright. In districts where fruit is 
grown for home supply there appears to be 
an expectation of nearly an average crop. 
The t wo principal counties that send fruit 
into the general market are Kings and An­
napolis. The following summary of their 
returns are not very promising:

COUNTY ANNAPOLIS.
Paradise.—Great growth of wood, fruit 

dropping.
Lawrencetown.—Below average in quan­

tity and quality.
Spa Spring.—Average crop.
Granville Centre.—85 p. c. of a full crop.
Round Hill.— Below an average crop.
Maitland.—Did not set well, especially 

early sorts.
Bridgetown. — Most orchards blossomed 

freely; so far there is promise of a good
I^ictaux.—Orchards thrifty, fruit set 

well; many apples falling from the trees; 
likely an average crop.

COUNTY KINGS.
Brooklyn street.—80 p. c. did not set 

well; apples dropping
Cornwallis.—65 p. c. In path of June 

storm there'are no apples of any account; 
elsewhere set and maturing satisfactorily.

Town Plot.—75 per cent; never showed 
such bloom before, but set sparingly; pros­
pects very discouraging.

Lower Horton.—80 p. c. Fruit falling 
more than usual; storm of 14th June 
injured the fruit and the trees all through 
the valley.

Tremont.— Abundant blossoms ; com­
plaints of not setting well.

The hay crop of Kings, Annapolis and 
Hants is reported to be over the average. 
In Annapolis and Kings there is a large 
increase in the area under hay.

On the 
other side the idea was advanced that it 
was his narrowness, that is, his power to 
concentrate the great truths of God and 
bring the infinite doctrine of atonement so 
clearly and continually before the minds of 
his hearers that they would almost 
sarily be benefit ted thereby, that gave to 
Mr. Spurgeon his great power over man and 
his prestige among men. (Of course nar­
rowness in no other sense was intended, 
for Pastor Spurgeon was not a narrow 
preacher in the common meaning of the 
word. ) Now these two ideas of breadth and 
narrowness might seem to conflict.
