15.07 per 1,000 for 1886  The reduction in
deuths from zymotic diseases, where the ef-
fects of sanitary policing is chiefly felt.is still
more noticeable; the average of such deaths
having been reduced, since the separate
Board of Health came into existence, from
about twenty-six per cent. of the whole
number of deaths to less than fifteen per
cent., the preportion last year having been
but ¢leven per cent.

Tue presext health regulations in Wal-
tham are unusually strict, yet it is stated
that the Board find it pos=ible fully to en-
force them, and meet with little opposition.
Thie proper disposal of all refuse, vegetable
or animal, excreta, house slops, ete., is de-
fined and exacted ; the construction of every
privy, cesspool, drain, honse svstem, cte.,
is prescribed according to the b-st kaown
sanitary rules; and the supervision »f all
such work by the Boardof Health issecured.
The keeping of animals and tne trans i tidn
if any business liahle o affect the oublic
health, tice managzement of contagious dis-
cases with respect to the community aud
especially to the schools, are all very strict.
Iy regnlated.  The Sanitary FEra suggests
that if Walthans would add the Jdry-carth
system and a complete purified water, the
next sunmmary of vital ~tatistics wonld make
a more remarkable showing than this last.

To the
filthy stateof the stables and the impure
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milk is attributed much of the sickness now
prevalent in the city. Pleuro-pncumonia
among the cattle is said to have attained
wide-spread dimensions. Other cases of
contagious disease exist and they are either
treated lightly by the sanitary authorities or
ignored altogether. .

Housk or "raix TRAPS was the snbject of
a paper, read at the New Jersey Sanitary
Couvention in November, by George P. Ol-
cott, C.I5.  The trap was, he said, (Sani
lariun). simply a bead or eniargemement of
a waste-pipe, so arranged as to hold 2 small
quantity of water. The function of this
water is to close a branch waste against the
free passage of air currents. If more than
this is expected of & trap, it is sure to dis.
appoint the expectation.  The more com-
plex the structure of a trap, with a view to
making it secure against influences tending
to empty it, the greater the certainty that it
will become a conservator of filth and in
itself anuisance.  The writer'’s observations
and experience Jed him 10 believe that the
simplest form of trap, the S and ©half§,”
adequately vented from the crown of the
bend, is the best, all things considered.
Haviu s examined oa the average seven uew
traps a week for the past ten vears, the
writer does not hesitate to put it on record
as his opinion that the simplest trap is the
best, and that any complication introduced
in its construction tends to impair its value.
