HEALTH AND HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

BAKING POWDER :—One-talf pound of
soda, one-half pound of rice flour, one
pound of eream tartar; mix thoroughly.

MEAT-CAKES :—Palatable meat-cakes
may be made from cold roast, chopped fine,
moistened with the gravy and seasoned
with summer savory, and then btaked in
mufiin riugs. They serve prettily.

BOILED RICE PUDDING :—~Wash a eup-
ful of rice in three waters, put it in oat-
meal kettle and pour over it two cupfuls
of water, stir in a cupfal of raisins, let
it cook hali an hour, then add a quart
of milk and a teaspoonful of salt, cook two
hours more, serve ‘with cream and sugar.

A NEW RECEIPT FOR SANDWICHES :
—Cut home-made bread a day or two old
in slices and trim ofi the crust. Pound
chicken to a paste or mince it fine and
dress it with a little mayonnaise. Spread
this imixture on the bread and then roll
it in a roll and place a slight (weighft
apop it. When a sufficient number is pre-
pared wrap them lightly in a napkin and
put them in a cool place.

RICE WITH FIGS :—Roil one cupful of
rice in two cupiuls of water for half an
hour; add half a teaspoonful of salt; pour
into a colander, If the water is not all
cooked out, to let it drain; set it in the
oven until the rice is white and dry; then
set it in a steamer. Chop half a pound
of figs fine, and stir into the rice; cover
and steamm twenty minutes; serve hot with
a bowl of ¢ream to which has been added
four tablespoonfuls of sugar.

Te restore abused velvet mix two table-
spoonfuls of liquid ammonia with half a
pint of hot water and apply it to the
velvet with a stilf brush, rubbing it well
imto the pile so as to take out all the
staine and creases. Then hold the vel-
vet over a hot flat iron until the steam
raiges the pile and it is perfectly dry.’

Did you ever suffer torment from a shoe
tight in oue spot? Here is a remedy .for
it : Apply sweet oil or vaseline to the
stocking wheret he rub comes. It is bet-
ter than applying it to the boot, because
it softens the inside of the boot, where it
is needed, instead of the outside. There
will be hours of comfort for the man or
woman who follows this. Sweet oil is
an excellent household companion. It
heals burns or bruises. Used in the form of
baths, it feeds the skin, prevents taking
cold and gives flexibility to the wmuscles.
It keeps hte body young and is kind to
the nerves. All housewives should study
ite capabilities.

The sand bag, is invaluable in the sick
room Get some clean, fine sand, dry it
thoroughly in a kettle on the stove. Make
a bag aboat eight inches square, of flan-
nel, fill it with dry sand, sew the opening
carefuily together and cover the bag with
cottonh or linen. This will prevent the
sand from sifting out and will also enable
you to heat the hag quickly by placing
it in the oven or even on the top of the
stove After once using this you will
never again attempt to warm the [eet or
hands of a sick person with a bottle of
hot water or a Dbrick. The sand holds
the heat & long time, and the bag can
be tucked up to the back without hart-
ing the invalid.
