o'clock.

It may bo mentioned that Mr.
Miclael Feron, who, with most of the
members of his family, have boen
under Father Toupin’s spirltual guid-
auce for over 90 yeavs, requested as &
favor, to bo allowed {o undertake all
the oxpenses of the funeral.

Father oupin was descended from
one of the oldest Fronsh-Canadian
familics, and was born in this city
November 28, 1814, He wag baptized
in the old Notre Dame church by Rev.
Abbe Bedard and educated at Montraal
Oollege, then situated on College
Street. Ho entered thoreligious order
in 1884, recaiving tho tonsuro at the
hauds of Mgr. Lartigte, the firat bis-
hop of Montreal. He was ordisnod
priest Doccmber 23, 1837, and had
beon 69 yesrs iu the priesthood at
tho timo of bis death. He was fora
number of years a professor at Mont-
real College and aftorwards a mission-
ary to Oka Indians. He wag, inturn,
pavish priost of old St. Bridgevs and
St. Aun's and was attached to St
Patrick’s for many years, besides per
forming thoduties of sn infirmbrotuor
at Riviere des Prairiee.

In the pulpit Father Toupin was
simple, but impressive and speut a
great portion of each day in tho con-
fegsl Ho was p d of con-
sidorable privato means anud, as has
been alceody said, bis liberality was
well known, and his cinrity generous.
ly disiributed.
