There is much speculation as to
how far the price of shingles will advance,
as the supply is excepticnally light. In-
qurriessent out to Georgian Bay millmen
réveal.the fact that there are very few

‘shinglés to be purchased. As an illus-

tration of the scarcity a manufacturer who
almost invariably has gone into winter
quarters with from 15,000,000 to 20,000, -
ooo_ shingles, is this winter completely
sold out ; while others are intimating that
$1.70 will be their next quotation for XX.

Hardwood prices are steady. The de-
mand is heavier than a fortnight ago. Soft
elm and maple are exhibiting less strength
than other hardwoods. Manfuacturers
are showing little disposition !o cut prices,
-apparently looking for an early improve-
ment in the demand.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.
Shipments of spruce lumber from Mon-

-treal within the past fortmight ‘have been

qui!e‘nutﬁ&dus, although mostly of small
lots.  As the close of navigation is draw-
ing near, interest is turaing to the volume
of the wintering stock. No. figures are
yet obtainable, but when-they are given
out it is ‘possible that they will show a
smaller quantity than is gencrally expect.
ed. Quebec shippets-who are in touch
with that .market seem confident of 4

Recent sales at Duluth have been at the
-highest prices of the season, while still
higher figures are predicted before the
new year. The large supply of luw grade
stack will likely prevent any materal. ad-
vance in the pnce of ‘these grades,
although No. 4 and No. § boards .have
lately shown mcre strength. and .a better
‘movement. No. 3 boards -are sclling in
the Duluth market at $13.50. The eastis
buying quite iberally, as theopen weather
-has permitted the continuation of buildiag
operations. Thick No. 1 cuts have been
sold in the Buffalo market at $43. DBox
grades are selling at 316 t0 $19 and.mill
culls at $15. Stocks at “Tonawanda and
Buffalo are broken, a condition. never
known to exist heretofore during :the
closing weeks of navigation. There is
a heavyinquiry for box lumber.

A continuation of the better feeling in
the hardwood tradeis -the only favorable
feature. Therehas been no perceptible
improvement in the demand, aithough
“furniture factories are buying a good deal
of maple. Elm and basswood are hold-
ing their own in price and would doubtless
improve if the demand should pick up.
The 'high prices -for ‘spruce continue.
Mills at Bango:r, Portlind, and other
points are being operated to their (ull
capacity to supply requirements. In
Boston 10 and 12 inch dimensions are
selling'at $12 ; 9 inch and under at $18
to- $18.50; and 10 -and I12-mch random
lengths, 10 feet and up, at $19 to $19.50.

The shingle situation is as favorable for
the producer asit well could be. Dealers
and manufacturers are unable to find a
sufficient quantity to fill orders. Our

Albany list shows an advance of 25 cents
on lath, which are selling there at from
$2.75 to $3.00.

GREAT BRITAIN,

In many respects the outlook in Great
Butain 1s improving, The import season
is considered at an end, and the trade are
now .2 a Position to estimate the quantity
of stock available to supply the require
ments of the winter and eavly spring.
The Board of Trade returns show thar the
import of sawn lumber bas been hghter
than last year, although the stock on hand
is slightly heavier. Consumption is fair-
ly active, and will'no doubt result 1n re-
ducing the quantily on the tnarket to a
normal basis before. next season's ship-
ments arrive. Recent auction sales in
London have shown an advaricing market
for pine and spruce, and particulatly for
2 x 4 scantlings. Quebec. pine deals have
not made as great improvement as spruce .
As an indication of the trend of the spruce
market, it is announced that a cargo-from
West Bay was last week sold ‘to the
Bristol channel at £7 10s, while one
month agosucha price would not -hive
been considered by the buyer. A paicel
of Halifax spruce is reparted to have been
sold.in London at £7 7s. 6d. c.if. Waney
board pine 1s. going into consumption
frecly,a cargo from Quebec lately received
at Liverpool having met with a ready sale.
A noticeable feature is the reduced stock
of birch planks and logs.  In"Augus* last
a parcel of ‘planks was sold at Liverpoo!

.at £5 10s. per standard, and it is doubtful

thata-similar parcel could now be bought
under L7 perstandard.  Birch logsare in
strong'demand .and prices-are decidedly
firmer. Elm has been nquired for, but
the heavy stock of this timber is keeping
the price. down;.and very few sales are
‘made above 3s. per cubic foot.
