We
should be willing, howover, to talk kindly and
lovingly upon points of agreement as well as dis-
agreement, and like the Bereans of old receive tho
word with readiness of mind, and search the serip-
tures daily whethor those things are so.

If any
theulogian says that men have light enough to be
damned by and not light enough to be saved by, 1
know not that the tico of hell is hot enough to burn
auch blasphemy. Some churchesrequire that their
creads shall be resigned evory five yoars. They
had better be revised evcry five years,”

A certaIx critic commenting on Honry Ward
Beocher's sermon against laziness in the church,
says: It requires something more than the
eloquenco of a Beochor to exorcise this evil spirit,
It is one of the kind that gooth not sut but by fast-
ing and prayer. _ Thore are some churches too lazy
to live; thore aro others too lazy to die. A lazy
church is a solfish church. It exists especially for
its own comfort, What it wants every Sunday is
not an organ biast from a gospol trampnt, but a

pleasing dose of soothing syrup,  Occasionally,
such a church snores a little in its sleop, to lot us
know that it is still alive. Now that tho old-
fashioned supply of judgmenta, shipwrecks, fires,
epidemics, otc., can no lonzer be applicablo to lazy
churches, some other method must he dovised to
awakoning them. The wmost direct way! is to
appeal to their consciences; but, unfortunately,
when tho- intellect and hoart of tho church are
asleep, its conscienco is vety likely to be in the
aamo condition,

SoMEWHAT SIGNIFICANT.—About a year ago thero
was a ripple of excitoment in Boston over the arrest
and imprisonment of W. H. Davis, for preaching on
Boston Common without a permit—a thing al
most impossible to ubtain.  About the time of our
visit to Boston ho was released; from his ten
months’ confinement, and on the Lord’s day
morning of our moeting in Worcester occupied the
pulpit of Bro, Darst.  Sinco our return home, wo
geo iv ‘‘an exchange” some facts reported by W, L.
Bastings, Mr. Davis's companion in tribulation,
that are, as wo say above, somewhat significant.
Hero they aro: ¢ Death has laid low the chairman
of the committeo which assumed control of the
Boston parks and furbade the preaching of the
goepel in them; the district attorney who prose-
cuted Mr, Davis; the Irish Roman Catholic rum-
sollor, who was most intorested in passing the gag
ordinance; Judge Baker, who pronounced the four
sentences against the preacher in one trial, giviog
the highest possible penalty under the law ; all are
gono to answer before a higher tribunal for their
porsecution of a servant of Christ.” All are gone
