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JAS. O'HALLORAN, Q.C.

M i. O'ALLORAN vas born near Fer-
moy, Cork, Ireland, in Septenber, 1822,

and is therefore nearly seventy-seven years of
age. He came to Canada in 1828 and vas
educated at the University of Vermont, fron
which he obtained the degree of M.A. in
1843. For a time he served on the Com-
missariat staff of the United States army
during the American war, and obtained a

splendid reputation at headquarters while
serving in that capacity.

Eventuîally Mr. O'Halloran returned north
and was called to the Bar of Lower Canada
in 1852, and practised at Cowansville. In
1864 he was created a Q ' .d Monck.
From 1861 to 1867 hE.t -resented Missisquoi
in the Canadian Assembly. He vas the
prime mover in the building of the South

Eastern Railway and President of the coi-

pany. That the road was ever - built was

due in a large measure to the perservance of

Mr. O'Halloran in the face of. the most

obstinate difficulties. When the South

Eastern was acquired by the Canadian Pacifie

Railway Company, he was retained by the

larger corporation as its solicitor.
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
