The ridiculous argument set up by the Non-Tntrusionists is,
that after all has been done by the Preshyteries, there is still a
right inherent in the congregations to choose their own Pastors.
The gentlemen who reason thus might just as well say that
there is a right inherent in the boys of a great school to choose
their own teacher, or in the inhabitants of a country to choose
their own Magistrates. The Church, like the State, is a sociely,
which is presided over by officers, or Ministers, that is, by par-
ties deriving their authority from other sources than the voice
of the crowd; it is the duty of the people to learn from these
Ministers—mnot to select such as shall teach according to their
preconceived motions; in fact, the Non Intrusion prineiple is
wholly inconsistent with the very existence of a Church at all.
But, in truth, we need not pursue this subject further. If the
Kirk of Seotland be wise she will retrace her steps; her Church-
ship depends entirely on her connexion with the State—let
that be dissolved, and she becomes forthwith precisely what the
seceders are, from whom, neither in doctrine nor in discipline
is she at this moment different. We really wonder how s(;
good a man as Dr. CANDLISH, and so able a man as Dr. CHAL-
MERS, can lend themselves to so grievous an error.

Prosperrry oF Kinaston.—The increasing commercial
importance of Kingston is a topic of general remark, not ouly
by the resident inhabitants, but by all who visit the place
either in the pursuit of business or pleasure. The aspeet pre-
sented within the Town and its vicinity is most cheering—
for in every direction the hammer and the trowel are at work,
—and if we cast a glance round the harbor, a forest of masts
greets the eye from east to west, peering above the lofty ware-
houses. Here centres the export and import trade of the Great
Lakes, the River St. Lawrence and Rideau Canal.—THere is
fixed the Seat of the Provincial Government of United Canada,
the most flourishing Colony of the British Empire.— Kingston
is the strongest Naval and Military Post above Quebec—and
the acknowledged Key of Western Canada. When all these
natural and acquired advantages aic considered, we cecase to
wonder at the rapid rise and importance of this City.

Eighteen or twenty years ago, there were not more than

b SIR FRANCIS HEAD AND SIR GEORGE ARTHUR.
From the London Times.

We have received from a gentleman from. Montreal the
following copy of Lord Glenelg’s instructions to Sir George
Arthur on his appointment to the govemment of Upper Canada.
The late Lord £ydenham, in reply to an address from the House
of Assembly, refused to disclose the official document, as did
Lord Melbourne in the House of Lords, on the motion of the
Earl of Wicklow for its production :—

«Downing-street, Dec. 29, 1837.

4 Sir,—T have the honour herewith to transmit to you a
commission under Her Majesty’s signet and sign manual, con-
stituting you Lieutenant Governor of the province of Upper
Canada. You are about to assume the office at a moment when
the adjacent province of Lower Canada is, unhappily, the scene
of insurrection and military operations against the insurgents.
Under these circumstances, it is most gratifying to Her Majesty
to be assured that she can rely with perfect cofidence on the
loyal attachment to her person and governmgnﬁ O'f }ler faithful
subjects in Upper Canada. At the same time it 1s not to be
denied that the immoadiate vicinity of the easter? frontier of the
Pprovince to the disturbed district of Lower Canada may renfle.r
the discharge of your office & task of more than ordinary solici-
tude. Your conduet will also be subject to comparison with
that of your immediate predecessor, S5 officer justly enjoying
the confidence of and gratitude of the grea majority of the
people of Upper Cana]da, m;d hig:lly distinguished by the energy
and g is political career. ;
