Reconciliation of United States-Canada Nerchandise Trade Statistics,1982 - Advance information. Peconciliation of merchandise trade data forCanada and the United States shows Canada had an estimated U.S.$ 9.7billion surplus in trade between the two countries in 1982. This representsa record surplus for Canada, Up U.S.S 6.9 billion f rom thle 1981record surplus of U.S.$ 2.8 billion. Thie hi.qher surplus vas-mainly theresuit of a $ 6.5 billion drap In Caradian imports f rom the United
States.

The largest reconciliation adjustment in 1982 vas an additionof $ 4.2 billion (12.4%) to United States exports, representing.aresîdual estiznate for non-receipt of export documents. The equivalentCanadian non-response adjustment vas $ 1.5 billion (3.2%), down f rom$ 1.6 billion (3.5%) in 1981.
Another significant adjustment included a reduction of Canadianimports by $ 713 million for goods priced above transaction value,mainly attributable ta crude rubber, plastics and non-electical machineryimports. Another significant adlustment vas a deduction o! $ 482 millionfor trade definition that represents a $ 356 million increase over 1981.This larger deduction vas attributable to a deduction for specialautomotive tooling charges f rom published data. In previous years,data did not inicude these special charges at the time the reconcîlîation
