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the Council of the International Civil Aviation Organisation to appoint an arbitrator
or arbitrators as the case requires.

4. Except as otherwise determined by the Contracting Parties or prescribed by
the tribunal, each Contracting Party shall submit a memorandum within forty-five
(45) days after the tribunal is fully constituted. Replies shall be due sixty (60) days
later. The tribunal shall hold a hearing at the request of either Contracting Party, or
at its discretion, within thirty (30) days after replies are due.

5. The tribunal shall attempt to give a written decision within thirty (30) days
after completion of the hearing, or, if no hearing is held, after the date both replies
are submitted. The decision shall be taken by a majority vote.

6. The Contracting Parties may submit requests for clarification of the decision
within fifteen (15) days after it is received and such clarification shall be issued
within fifteen (15) days of such request.

7. The Contracting Parties undertake to comply with any arbitration decision
given under this Article.

8. The expenses of arbitration under this Article shall be shared equally
between the Contracting Parties.

9. If and so long as either Contracting Party fails to comply with any decision
given under this Article, the other Contracting Party may limit, withhold or revoke
any rights or privileges which it has granted by virtue of this Agreement to that
Contracting Party.

ARTICLE XX
Termination

Either Contracting Party may at any time from the entry into force of this
Agreement give notice in writing through diplomatic channels to the other
Contracting Party of its decision to terminate this Agreement; such notice shall be
communicated simultaneously to the International Civil Aviation Organisation. The
Agreement shall terminate one (1) year after the date of receipt of the notice by the
other Contracting Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn by mutual
consent before the expiry of this period. In the absence of acknowledgement of
receipt by the other Contracting Party, the notice shall be deemed to have been
received fourteen (14) days after the receipt of the notice by the International Civil
Aviation Organisation.

ARTICLE XXI

Registration with the International Civil Aviation Organisation

This Agreement and any amendment thereto shall be registered with the
International Civil Aviation Organisation.
