(1) ail niecessary materials for the computer floor or in the
event such materlals cannot be supplied by the USCG in
time to meet agreed installation target dates, USCG
shall reimburse the CCG the cost of purchasing or
providlng such materlals îtself; and

(II) aIl specifications requlred to install a new computer
floor in the operations room at Williams Lake.

<a) The CCG shall award an engineering study contract to
assess the technical design and cost aspects of items 2
and 8. When completed, a copy of the study report shaîl
be given ta the USCG for revlew.

(b) Tht 1JSCG shall pay only thase costs that result directly
fraun the dual-rating requirement. Tht USCG shall review
the engineering study ta that end.
