
CHAPTER V
SPECIAL OBLIGATIONS 0F GOVERNMENTS 0F PARTICIPATING EXPORTING COUNTRIES

Article 8
(1) Tihe Government of each participating exporting country agrees thatexports from its country to the free market will be so regulated that net rf1exports to that mnarket will not exceed the quantities which such country may tioexport each quota year in accç>rcance with the export quotas established for itA 'under the provisions of this Agreement. Subject to such tolerances as the poCouncil mnay prescribe, any amount by which total net exports of an exporting Sacou~ntry in any quo>ta year exceeds its export quota in eff ect at the end of that exyear shall be charged to the export quota in effect of that co'untry for the next tinfollowing quota year. de
(2) The Council may, if it deenis neoessary becau~se of exceptional decircunistances, liniit the proportion of thieir quotas whieh partiçipating exportingcountries having basic tonnages in~ exeess of 75,000 tons may export 4during saiany part of a quota year, provided that no such limitations shall prevent the Coparticipating expor<ting countries fronm exporting, during the first eight months eof any quoQta year, 80 per cent of their initial export quotas and prove «tafurther that the Couneil may at any time modify or remnove any such limitation> Daiwhlch it~ may have imposed. tai
