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SUPPORTSlIIP LAUNCHED

The 22,000-ton operationai support ship HMCS
Preserver was commissioned on August 7 at Saint
John, New Brunswick. Mr. J.E. Dubé, Minister of
Veterans Affairs, was the guest of honour at the
ceremony.

The. Preserver is the second of two operatiotiai
suppo>rt siiips buit at Saint John for service with
Maritime Command. The first, HMCS Protecteur, was
commlssioned there last August.

The. shipe were designed to increase the range
and endurance of Canada's fleet by providlng a wide
range of replenishment at sea. They are also capable
of supporting land operations.

Tlie design of Preserver and Protecteur shows
many improvements over the first ship in the. pro gram,
HMCS Provider, which was commissioned seven
years ago. The new ships will add greatly ta the
capability of the. fleet to effect high-speed transfer
of stores and fuels at sea inx ail weather.

Captain Mark W. Mayo, of Saint John, N.B., will
command the. Preserver, which carrnes a complement
of 270 officers and mien.

Tihe design chse s a reproduiction of the.
paintng Iles of Spue by Arthur L4snier, who was

one f te fundig mmbes o the. Qroup. To retain
the proportionate d~iensions of the origial paintin~g,
the, stamp will be a new slze - 30 mm. x 36 mm.i

The stamp will b. printed by five-colour lithogra-
piiy using yellow, red, blue, black and a speclal
sade of green. Tirty-six million of the. stamps will
b. pzinted by Ashiton-Potter Llmited of Toronto,
ulaking this tiie first commemorative issue to b. pro-
duoed by a printing finm outslde Ottawa.

Tii. Croup of Seven, formed ia 1920 by seven

distinguished Canadian artists, shared a common in-
terest in their approach to portraylng the Canadian
landscape. The. chief characte4istic of their work was
stated by Arthur Lismer in 1924: <'It is design. W.
bring out everything in the landscape as a niatter of
design and also, of course, of colour. W. have got
away froni French Impressionism."

Besides Lismer, thie original niembers of the
Groxup of Seven were Lawren Harris, A.Y. Jackson,
F.H. Varley, J.E.H. MacDonald, Franik Johnston and
Franklin Çarmichael. Five of these artists were
survivors of an earlier group known as the. "Al-
gonquin Sdxool", of wiiich Tom Thoaipson hart been
a member until b>ls death in 1917.

SALE OF BANKRUPTCY ASSEITh

The. Superintendent of Bankruptcy of the Depart-
ment of Consumer and Corporate Affuirs recently
announced the introduction of certain measures
almed at regulating the. disposition of bankruptcy
assets and at exercising a dloser surveillance over
sonie of the. expenditures hy trustees lcensed under
the. Batnkruptcy Act~.

From now on, trustees selling assets by public
tender are required to open at a ipecial meeting all
tenders tiiet have been recelved. Ail persons who
have tendered on the assets being sold may attend
this meeting.

Wile few cases of tampering with tenders have
bee5i exposed during the. past few years, the. oppor-
tunity to do so lias created a feeig of unaiess;
among the. persolis tendering on bankruptcy sales.
The e requirement will help reoe any doubt in
the i.ndis of the, public and, pMrticuarly, ofths
frequently lnvolved in purchasing bankmuptcy assets
