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provide estimates of the costs of each operation. These estimates
should be produced as a matter of course and as quickly as possible,
In this way all members would be given as much information as possible
about the financial consequences for the United Nations of embarking
on a particular operation,

The financial implications of any future peace-keeping
operation which involves expenses in excess of those covered by the
current resolution (e.g., Resolution 1862 (XVII) relating to unforeseen
and extraordinary expenses) should be brought to the attention of the
United Nations General Assembly for action at the earliest possible
time, If the Assembly is in regular session at the time of the
initiating decision, it should be aware of and deal with the financial
implications before the end of that session, When the initiating
decisions are taken by the Security Council at a time when the General
Assembly is not in sessicn, the Assexmbly should be convened as soon as
possible, either in a special gecsion or in an emergency special session,
depending upon the exicsting circumstances.

In considerinz the finaneial implications the Assembly
should, as a matter of normal nrocecdure, examine the cost estimates pre-
pared by the Secretary-Genecral and ccnsider their financial implications,
give the Secretary-General the nscessary authority and, decide upon a
method whereby expenses are Lo be met, It would also seem desirable to
adopt appropriate accounting procedures for such peace-keeping operations,
including the possibility of speclal accounts which would form an integral
part of the United Nations regular budget.,

The Canadian Delegaticn believes that it would be desirable
to devise a method to finance peace-kecping operations involving military
forces and equipment whereby:

(a) a certain pre~determined level of the expenses for each peace-
keeping operation in any one year in the future would be financed
under the scale of assessments used tc apportion the costs of the
regular budget, An epproprizte level would seem to be 10 million
dollars for each duly approved pcoce-~keeping operation;
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
