As will be noticed above there is some variation in the price of coal between that
purchased from Kingham & Co., and that from Kirk & Co., and the Crown Fuel Coy.
I do not feel, however, that Mr. Henderson should be severely censured for this. He
is an old employee of the 'Government having been appointed in 1897.  From
inquiries I have made in Victoria I can assure you he is a gentleman of the highest
reputation, and is regarded by the general public as a man of rugged honesty.
