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Mr. STEWART: In this item there is a
revote of $75,000 for breakwater repairs and
improvements eit Brooklyn, the total estimated
cost being $165,000. What ie the explanation
of this item?

Mr. CARDIN: The contract for the work
has betn awarded, but I understand that this
year it is flot expected thet we can spend
more than $75,000.

Mr. BENNETT: Do these items cover the
entire estimated expenditure or only that part
of the contemplated expenditure which may be
made in this fiscal year?

Mr. CARDIN: In many instances they
cover the wbole expenditure, but in others
they cover only that amount which we reason-
ably expect to spend during the year. Gen-
erally speaking, we do not award a contract
without having a substantial amount in the
estimates, generally about hiaif.

Mr. BENNETIT: Whiatever je contemplated
to be expended in the fiscal year. Whiat doce
this item really contemplate in the way of
public expenditure? Whet will be the total
expenditiîre by the texpayers of Canada under
this item?

Mr. CARDIN: That would be bard to give.
In connection with many items, particularly
the small ones, we shaîl be spending the whole
a moun t.

Mr. BENNETT: What will it cost to comn-
plete the prograrn outlined in this item?

Mr. CARDIN: I arn qorry I cannot give
that information, becauý.e we have not added
up the different items where only a portion
of the total amount is indicated. For exemple,
in conneclion xxith the Brooklyn breakwater,
the amount asked for is $75.000, but we in-
dicate that the total cost of the work will be
$165.000. The same thing would apply to
other items.

Mr. BENNETT: The total of this item
is 81,051,055. and I shculd like to know what
it is contemplated must be spent to complete
the program.

Mr. CARDIN: The commitments covered
by this item will probably run to $1,500.000.

Mr. BENNETT: I arn afraid the total will
be more than that.

Mr. CARDIN: 1 do flot think so.

Mr. STEWART: Another item about wbich
I shouild like some information is the harbour
improvementtz at Dingivall. In this case the
estimated expenditure is $350,000 and 890.000
is heing asked for this year. What is 'the
nature of the work to be carried on here?

Mr. CARDIN: A gypsum deposit was dis-
covered at this point, and a considerable
business bas been developed. A few years
ago the governent undertook to deepen the
channel in the harbour, provided the company
operating there would agree to build up a
traffic of 120,000 tons,. The companiy bas
carried out that undertaking which goes back
as fer as 1933, and it is now asking that the
harbour be deepened still further in order to
permit the entry of vessels with e deeper draft.
that is, vessels of eigh t or nine thousend
tons. Instead of providing a traffic of 120,000
tons in eight years. the company bas increased
the annuel cepacity of the plant to 120,000
tons. In order 'to help it to develop this
business, which is quite important to thet
section of Nova Scotia, the government bas
egreed to deepen the harbour.

Mr. STEWART: I reveil quite weIl the
feets in connection with the start and develop-
ment of that industry. Whet the minister hec
said now recalîs to me the terms of the agree-
ment. How much has been spent altogether
on that harbour since 1933?

Mr. CARDIN: In 1933, $43.000 wes ex-
pended; in 1934, $40.000; in 1935, $28.000; in
1936, 848,000; in 1937, $113,000. The total
thet bas been spent there is 8274,000.

Mr. STEWART: Port Hood-closing
northern entrance, $48,200. What is thc rea-
son for undertaking this worlk? It is one
that bas been under considerition, I know, for
a number of years, and there seem to be rea-
sons why it should not be donc.

Mr. CARDIN: This amount of $48,000 in-
cludes; a revote of $6,500, and is required for
the completion of the work under contract
with Mr. Condon, consisting of placing fas-
cine mattresies across the northern entrance
to the harbour of e length of 2,645 fert. The
amouint of the contract is $51.520. Tlie ulti-
mate objeet of the work is to close the north-
cmn entrence, which is exposed to northerly
ceas te sîîch an extent that shipping cannot
anchor safely during- a norther!v Storm. I
arn informed that thilS is to complete the work.

Item agreed to.
