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Mr. Speaker: Order. I believe the bon. member for
Humber-St. George's-St. Barbe wishes to rise on a point of
order.

Mr. Speaker: I tbink we are getting confused. We migbt
allow tbe bon. member for the Yukon to ask a supplemen-
tary and then I will recognize tbe bon. member for Humb-
er-St. George's-St. Barbe.

Mr. Nielsen: Mr. Speaker, may I ask tbe Acting Prime
Minister wbetber be is prepared to inform the House of
the contents of tbe agreement that the government wished
to obtain witb tbe U.S.S.R. witb respect to Arctic sover-
eignty? If so, would be do so on motions on another
occasion wben tbere is more time?

Mr. Sharp: Mr. Speaker, before the Soviet delegation
under Premier Kosygin leaves Canada a communiqué will
be issued expressing the views of tbe two governments on
the matters that bave been discussed, and perbaps tbis
migbt serve as the basis for furtber questions.

MANPOWER
AVAILABILITY 0F JOB VACANCY SUR VEY DATA

Mr. Frank Howard (Skeena): To corne back home again,
Mr. Speaker, I sbould like to direct a question to the
Minister of Manpower and Immigration. Witb respect to
the job vacancy survey conducted by the minister's
department whicb took four years, employed 106 persons
and cost more than $3 million, would the minister be
prepared to explain why the data from that survey wifl
not be available until the end of the year?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister cf Manpower and Immigra-
tion): Mr. Speaker, the work being done on the job vacan-
cy survey is of a developmental nature and will be
extremely important and valuable when the resuits are
sufficiently fîrm to be the base for firm conclusions and
planning. This is the whole point of it. The work is deve-
lopmental; it is coming along very well and before long we
will have regular reports as a resuit of it.

Mr. Howard (Skeena): Inasmuch as the minister evaded
the question completely I wonder if I could ask him
whether there would be any connection between the job
vacancy survey program and the incompetence with
whicb it has been handled and the fact that his depart-
ment's job placement program bas declined more than 30
per cent in the last four years wbile bis departmental staff
bas doubled and the cost bas doubled?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I suggest to the bon.
member that tbe question is argumentative and in the
form of debate. It is hardly acceptable when put in those
terms.

Mr. Howard (Skeena): Could I repbrase the question
and ask tbe bon. gentleman if he would be prepared,
perbaps tomorrow because of the urgency of the matter,
to take tbe opportunity on motions to explain tbe job
placement program of bis department and tbe fact that it
bas failed and that ahl he is doing is building a
bureaucracy?
