of the expenditures incurred by the provincial government
as a resuit of the flooding. To date the province has
provided no officiai estimate of the expenditures it
expects to make for this purpose.

2. Since no estimate of provincial expenditures has yet
been received, it is flot possible to provide an estimate of
the amaunt of the federal contribution.

3. No discussions have been held with the provincial
government to provide any maney to prevent further
floading, nor are any such discussions scheduled. How-
ever, the federal and provincial governments have begun
an intensive two-year study of methods to alleviate f lood-
ing in the Montreal area. The study will examine several
alternatives including changes in upstream regulation of
the Ottawa and St. Lawrence Rivers and possible structur-
al changes in the channels around Montreal.
