SMATV systems can be very small, serving only a few
subscrlbers, or they may be as large as a cable company,
serving 1,500 households or more. Furthermore, they
may be operated flot only by condominium complexes,
but also by apartment buildings, hotels and even small
rural communities.

It is up to the regulator to determine how to interpret
the law and adopt appropriate regulations which recog-
nize the particular circumstances of the many and varied
types of distribution services, whether they are non-pro-
fit co-operatives or profit-oriented commercial organi-
zations.

The CRTC has until now, and I have every reason to
believe wiil continue in the future, to adjust the regula-
tory burden to meet particular circumstances. This bill, I
submit, encourages the commission to continue that
practice.
