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to a star rising ln the west. Permit me to

say that it wili be more than a star, it will
be a constellation in whieh each brilliant
star shaIl contribute to ihe spiendour of ail.

The division of the Northwest Territories
into provinces of the confederationi coasti-
tutes an important chapter ia the history of
Canada.

There was a time when it was thoughit

by many-and, 1 must admit, by myseif-
that the annexittion of those territories to

Canada was prematiire, that thc old pro-
vinces should retain for their own benetit
all their revenue, their -customs and excls2

duties. 0f course, it was to be expected
that the youag provinces would be very
jenlous of their natural progress, but the

older statesmen, Conservative and Liberal
alike, were probably wiser than some of us

whea they decided that the developineflt
of the Northwest would buiid up the wli0le
country, and they sparefi nothing to attahu

that end. While we must adimit that thes,
provinces have cost us very many mii.ionis
of dollars, we are proud of the resuit. We
do not regret what we have doue. .We are
proud of the sacrifice which we have x»ad(e

for those provinces; we are proud of them,
proud of their products, and pioud of thelir

men. Everytbing which cornes from Bri
tish Columbia and the Northwest is K'roiig
and solid. But la order that those elements

of progress and of prosperity and those
sacrifices which we have mnade miay matie
our country greater, many conditions are
niecesstlry.

Firstly, the goverameat should ia the pol-

tical organization of those provinces remove
al! causes of friction, of national and relhg-
ious discontelit.

Hon. '-\r. LANDRY-Hear, hear.

Hon. Mr. DAVID--The winds whicb
blow fi'om :the northwest nie violent, and
somietimes they bring storms which mnorE

than once have shaken the foundations ol

confedération. Experience is a lesson and o
source of wisdom for statesmen.

.Secondiy, t.ýe different provinces of coafed.
eration shouid be uaited by the cement ol
seif-help and protection, and shiouid alwayý
ho prepared to do whatever is iiecessary f oi

their inidivîdual developinent and for the pro
gress and prosperity of each of theni
Therefore, if we make such great sacrifice
for the Northwest, if we direct towards tha

part of Canada a flood of immigration, and
if ýwe construct for themi railways destined
to carry ýtheir naturai1 products to ail the
markets of the world, they must in retura do
for the oMd provinces what is necessary to

put them in a position to supply thiem witii
the mÉnufacbired. products. Otherwise,
what will be the effeet of all our efforts
and of those sacrifices that we have made
to încrease their population ? The only
effect wili be to providéta market for thé
manufactures of our neigbbours ia the
United States. After ail, we have the les-
sons of history before us, it is as true to-day
as it hbas been in the past, that a patriotlc
poiicy is the most beneficiai to a country,
much better 'than a policy of selfishi sectional-
ism. The strong nations are those in wbich
each an, each society, each city, each

provine, is always prepared to make sacri-
fices for tbe general iaterests of the country.

tThirdly, I miay add that in order to promote
te-.oaanmaeaideipetfth

provinces and place them in a position to

mneet the pressing needs of colonization and
education, the Dominion goverament shouid
readjust the federal subsîdies and increase
them. There is no doubt that these subsîdies
were based upon erroneous hypothesis and
inaccurate caiculations, and thiat as years
ro11 on the disproportion between the cus-
toms and excise duties ceded by the pro-
vinces and what they receive as compensa-
tion becomes more evîdent and striking.
Notwithstaading the fact that the customs
and excise duties are being tripled, quad-
rupled, and that the population is constant-
iy iacreasing, the compensation remains the
saine, and whiie surpînses are accuinulat-
ing ino the federal treasury the provinces
are unable to carry ont works most urgentiy
required for their materiai advancement.
They recali to mny mind Lazarus suffering
at the door of the rich manl, and as Lazarus,

?they wouid content theinselves with the
crumbs which fali from the federai trea-

sury. It must be remembered that by heip-
ing the provinces to increase their popula-

-tion the Dominion authorities would take
back with onie haad what they would give

SWith the other, for it is the federai govera-
ment who would chiefly profit by such iu-

-crease.

Lastly, not only the provinces shouhd

s be patriotic and seek to harmonize their

t private interests with the general interests
