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Should you have an oppor­
tunity of saying a good word for the scheme,
I shall feel very greatly obliged if you will 
bear the matter in mind.

I attach a copy of a letter 
which I have addressed to the Prime Minister. 
A year ago
Mr, King on this subject, but received no 
response.
