About one hundred cases of influ-
enza have developed in the Sacred
Heart Orphanage.

PAY TEAGHERS MORE

All " on ¢Secular Staff Will Be

Given an Annual
Increase.

¥

As had been anticipated, the ques-
tion regarding an -increase in salacy
for the separate school teachers of the
city is to end In favor of the appli-
cants. At a special meeting of the
finance committee of the separate
school. board it_was unanimously re-
commended that the secular teachets
be given an increase of $50. a yeat,
comniencing Jan. 1 next, and $560 a
vear thereafter until the maximum of
$860 is reached.

' This new schedule was considered

the bhest that could be arranged in
view of the vreseat condition of the
finances of the board. tho it was felt
by the members of the committee that
they would like to meet all the wishes
of the teachers. An increase of $50
a year will also be given the religious
teachers of the city scheols.

In connection with the question’the
separate school board feel that there
should be a caange in the Assessment
Act in its relationship to separate
school assessments. Instances of un-
fairness in this rezard have been
pointed out to and admitted by the
civic authorities. Also it is claimed
that certain clauses of the act affecc
ing corporations are unfair and that
they should be altogecher out of date.

A change is also thought desirable
in the section of the act which places
responsibility on the hoard to provide
accommodation for ail children of suv-
portecrs of the separate schools ' be-
tween the ages cf tive and twenty-
one years, This entails the provision
of  high schools—a provision which
the board is carrving out under great
disadvantage. the reason being that
the act at present .loes not maka it
clear that tha board may levy  rates
on its supporters fer hnigh school
work.

At present the rates for nizh scnool
purposes are levied by the board of
education, this constituting a condition
¢f texation without direct represenia-
tion. The board would like the act
changed and provision made whereby
they might have the right to levy rates
supporters for high school
purposes.,
