To help in the prison reform work 
of Japan, Miss Caroline MacDonald, 
Y.W.C.A. worker, who has spent 16 
years in that country, made as appeal 
for financial assistance In her work 
at a meeting of the Kiwanis Club, held 
at noon in the King Edward Hotel 
yesterday.

According to the speaker, the 
population of Japan is so great that 
the crime rate increases there much 
quicker than in many other countries. 
Miss MacDonald during the past five 
years has been in touch with over 30 
prisons and had made herself ac­
quainted with the families of prisoners. 
While men were waiting for work after 
leaving prison, Miss MacDonald at 
times had kepi them in her own home. 
A grant of $75,000 has been given Miss 
MacDonald by the Japanese govern­
ment. She is now asking $325,000 from 
Canada.
