The Mountain Drains.

In view of the claims put in for damages
by South James-street residents after the
big overflow of water from the Mountain
drain last spring, the Sewers Committee
asked the City Solicitor for an opinion on
the matter. That opinion was laid before
the committee at its meeting this evening.
It reviewed the arrangements made be-
tween Barton Township and the city to
divert the surface water eastward, and
showed, in effect, that both were respons-
ible for the prevention of overflows. He
suggested that the sharp turns in the drain
be straightened and that the cost be
equitably borne by the township and city.
The township might also enlarge the cul-
verts and raise or widen the bridges af-
fected by the drainage.

The committee decided to consider the
matter at the next meeting.
