legislation ln favor of foreigners. The 
important point to-day in the 
issue is that the government 
realizes the force of public 
opinion, and sees that something must 
be done. The cabinet is divided, while 
the country ls .almost unanimous in 
favor of protection. The only debat­
able point is as to the method by which 
protection shall be secured. If the 
government has the nerve to cast 
aside its free-trade theories, and adopt 
the protective principle, we may se­
cure protection from it. If, how­
ever, Sir Wilfrid cannot shake off his 
old-time prejudice against the National 
Policy, and if he refuses to accede to 
the popular wish, then he and his gov­
ernment will have to go. If the tariff 
is not put in shape by the present gov­
ernment, protection will be the issue 
at the next general election. The 
country will not have to wait long, ln 
any event, for a protective .tariff.

If the views put forward by Mr. XV. 
A. Langton the other night on the sub­
ject of “City Planning” had been in­
corporated in the laying-out and build­
ing up of Toronto, we would have had 
a much more beautiful, convenient and 
healthy city than exists to-day. All 
that Mr. Langton said ln regard to the 
jumbling together of factories and pri­
vate residences and the unnecessary 
spreading out of our dwellings is true 
and to the point. It is a mistaken idea 
to suppose that a city that is spread 
out is more healthy than the one that is 
constricted. Under existing conditions 
it probably is the fact that the city 
which occupies a great deal of space is 
more healthy than the one where the 
buildings are crow died Jinto a small 
quarter* but ' there -is no reason why 
this should be so. In fact, if the 
proper sanitary precautions are observ­
ed there is no reason why the closely- 
built-up city s-hould not )>e preferable 
from a sanitary and economical point 
of view.
