A Battery Duel.
While the British were struggling 

with the enemy at Greet Farm the 
troops on their left were meeting with 
trouble from the enemy guns, which 
concentrated their fire on them. The 
British artillery came to the rescue with 
such an intense fire against the German 
batteries that the hostile shelling de­
creased greatly. In this lull the Cana­
dians rushed ahead and stormed their 
way to the village of Meetchele. A 
violent struggle occurred at close quar­
ters among the cottages in this little 
place. Those of the enemy who were 
able retreated toward Masselmarkt, but 
at 8:30 o’clock the Bavarians marched 
out of Masselmarkt for a counter­
attack.

The Canadians at Crest Farm, 1,000 
yards south of Masselmarkt, were the 
first to see this threat developing against 
their comrades. A number of captured 
enemy machine guns were brought into 
play against the advancing Bavarians 
with disastrous result. At almost the 
same time signals reached the British 
artillery, and the enemy was caught in 
a swirl of gunfire that shattered the 
ranks badly and caused a hasty re­
treat. Shortly afterwards numbers of 
the enemy were seen running eastward 
from Masselmarkt, evidently having had 
too strong a taste of the barrage fire.

At the left the Canadians and Eng­
lish pushed rapidly across the Padde- 
beek River and assaulted numerous 
enemy defences on the eastern bank. 
The ground was in very poor condition. 
The Paddebeek was not in flood, but 
the whole country surrounding it was 
a marsh, in which the men floundered 
miserably. To add to their troubles 
there were hundreds of great shell holes 
filled with water, into which they often 
plunged, and from which they were ex­
tricated with difficulty.

Such strongholds as Sourd Farm and 
Cource Farm maintained a heavy gun- 
fire against them from the moment the 
advance began. In spite of these diffi­
culties they pushed their line forward 
and established contact with the Cana­
dians on their right.•

CANADIANS GAIN ALL OBJEC­
TIVES.

London, Oct. 30.—The British troops 
in Flanders carried out successful oper­
ations today, according to Field Marshal 
Haig’s report tonight. The Canadian 
troops gained all their objectives on the 
Passchendaele Ridge and beat off five 
hostile counter-attacks.

The statement reads:
"Successful operations with limited 

objectives were carried out by us early 
this morning against German positions 
between the Ypres-Roulers Railway 
and the Poelcapelle-Westroosebeke road 
In spite of the marshy nature of the 
ground on the greater part of the front 
attacked, and notwithstanding heavy 
rain ana gales, which made communica­
tion with our troops extremely difficult, 
important progress has been made.

Beat Off Five Attacks.
“On the right of the attack, in 

spite of fierce opposition, the Canadian 
troops gained all their objectives on the 
main ridge and have reached the out­
skirts of Passchendaele. The fighting 
was most severe on the spur west of 
the village, where five hostile counter­
attacks were beaten off by our troops.

The births for October showed a big 

increase. During the month, the births 
of 109 bables were recorded here, as 
compared with 98 for the same month 
in 1916. There were 51 boys and 58 
girls. As a matter of fact, the war 
babies born in 1917 are Pretty evenly 
divided on sex lines. There were 474 
boys bom during the first ten months 
of the year, and 477 girls, a difference 
of 3 in favor of the "nurses." There 
were 5 iNegitimate births during the 
month, making the total for the vear 37 
For the same period of 1916 there were 32 illegimate births.

Marriages are becoming popular, 67 
being recorded during the month. 20 
more than for October. 1916.

There was a slight falling off In the 
number of deaths. 77 being registered 
as compared with 79 during the month 
of October last year. Of these, more 
than 25 per cent, or 20 out of 77, were 
of persons over 70 years of age. October 
was particularly hard on old folks. One 
man reached the age of 100 years. The 
infant mortality was very low, there be­
ing only 7 children under one year in the 
list. Pneumonia caused seven deaths cancer 5, diphtheria 3. tuberculosis 4 
and tubercular meningitis I.

G. T. R. Enginemen's Boost 

Represents That Figure.
The Increase in pay granted to Grand 

Trunk engineers and firemen over the 
whole system will mean that close to 
$1,500 a month more will be distributed 
among the engineers and firemen who 
are residents of this city.

There are 30 G. T. R. engineers who 
reside in the city who now draw from 
$125 to $175 a month or an average of 
$150. Each will receive an increase of 
about one-fifth. The 40 firemen who 
are local citizens average from $85 
to $110 a month. They will benefit on 
an average from $12 to $16 a month 
as an increase over their present 
salaries.

The schedule of advanced rates has 
been allowed by thee omepany after six 
months negotiations between the com- 
Jny Pel representatives from the 
engineers and firemen, who asked for 
the advance in view of the increased 
cost of living.

The increases, according to locomo­
tive types, are as follows:

Engineers—On 18 and 19-inch cylin­
der locomotives, $4.35 per 100 miles, as 
against $4.25; Pacific type, $4.45, 
against $4.25.

Firemen—On 18-inch cyclinder loco- 
motives, 12.65 per 100 miles, as against 
$2.45; 19-inch cylinder locomotives, 
$2.75, as against $2.60; Pacific type, 1 
$2.85, as against $2.70.
