Dominion from the Atlantic Ocean
westward. Instead of accepting his ad-
vice, they made another invasion, this
time from St. Alban’s, Vermont, and
intous failure.

] rnness of General
John O'Neili, the Fenian leader,
the majority of his associates in the
Fenian senate,” declared Justice King
the other day, “Manitoba would almost,
beyond the possibility of a doubt, have
become the realization of that Utopian
dream, an Irish republic.”

Justice King is probably the only
man how living who knows the trué
irwardness . of the Wilkerson plan,
which provided for an invasion of
Manitoba by Fenians concentrated in
St. Paul and the co-operation of Louls
Riel,the famous French-Canadian revo=
lutionist, who was afterward executed
for alleged treason.

The story of the Wilkerson proposi-
tion as developed by Justice - King is
ar. interesting one.

« T've a scheme which beats O’Nelil’s
pet idea all hollow, and is sure to win,”
said Wilkerson to King, in 1868, who
was then Associated Press correspond-
ent in Buffalo. “It’s to assemble all the
Fenians we can at St. Paul, and from
there march on to Winnipeg and take
that place, and the capture of the rest
of Manitoba will be easy. But before
the Fenians are concentrated at st.
Paul I want you to go to Louis Riel,
the revolutionist, who is itching for
trouble, and give him $10,000, which I
will hand you. Have Riel promise his
direct co-operation in the taking of
Winnipeg, and when that is done to
jssue bonds in the name of the new
Irish republic, as well as his own. send
the bonds to me and I will dispose of
them to the end that the new republic
will be well financed, so that it will
have no difficulty in finding the neces-
sary arms and munitions with which to
defend itself.’ !

«“wilserson told me that he had se-
lected me because of his friendship for
me and the knowledge that I had gain-
ed thru my life in California, on the
plains, and with the Indians—a know-
ledge of human nature which ought to
stand in good stead.in dealing with a
man of the type of Riel. I was also
honest.

« But there is no time to be lost,’
caid Wilkerson, ‘and. in the enthusiasm
of the moment I assented.

: Senate Rejects Plan.

“Saturated with the impression that
evaybody interested ift the success of
the Fenian movement must look upon
his project with eyes the same as his
own, Wilkerson proceeded to the room
where the Fenian senate was in ses-
sion. He tapped lightly, Frank Galla-
gher answering the call. When the
door was opened Gen. O'Neill was seen
at the head of the council table, Wil-
kerson t hold of Gallagher and
pulled him 6ut into the hall and into
the corner where I stood. Then he told
him of his scheme, just as he had told
‘me. Gallagher also thought well of ",
and went back into the conference to
lay it before those about the table.
Shortly after, Wilkerson was invited
in. There was a long debate. O'Neill
didn’t seem to like the plan. In vain
did Wilkerson dilate upon.its sure suc-
cess. He said that St. Paul was but a
hundred miles from Winnipeg, and the
Fenian forces could march there with-
out any undue fatigue. On the other
hand, the British regulars—there was
no Canadian militia then—were no clos-
er than Toronto, and would have to
march the whole of that long, weary
distance, as the United States would
not permit any armed body of men to
pass thru its territory, even if they
wereé aboard the cars. When they did
arrive at Winnipeg they would be worn
out by their long hike, and would be
in no condition to cope with the fresh
trcops of the Fenians. The latter, in a
large measure, were as good soldiers
as the British regulars, as many of
them had served in either the Union or
Confederate armies in the civil war,
ended but two years before.

“Wilkerson assured them he would
furnish the $10,000,b, and had a man
who he knew could secure the co-
operation of Riel, telling them about
me. Many, if not all, knew me, and
wanted my opinion. I seconded what
Wilkerson said, as did Gallagher.

“Some of them doubted the practi-
cability of disposing of bonds issued
by Riel, so that at last the determined
opposition of O'Neill won, and Wilker-
son’s proposal was defeated.”
