‘- 8AN FRANCISCO, July L—Bg.ttlins
Nelson to-day won the. title of lightweight
champion of the world from  the man
who defeated him at- Goldfield, Nevada,
almost two years ago, He Rnocked out
Joe Gans in thé seventeenth round, after
a fight as desperate as any that had been
scen here in years, Fighting from. the
beginning to the end of every round,
moving ceaselessly forward and mnever.
giving ground, Nelson, with his bulldog
teracity and wonderful -stamina, slowly
battered the colored champion into sub-
mission. The end was not sudden and
there were few who watched the pro-
gress of the battle and saw Gans grow
weaker and weak2r from round to round,
but had: made up their mirds as to the
result long before the decision was given,
that made the Illinois lad champion.
Three times Gans was sent to the floor
in the final round, each time taking all
the time allowed. A blow from Neison's
ieft glove to the pit of the stomach ended
the fight and Cans toppled over and rest-
‘ed on his knees, his face wearing a most
‘paiuful expreu‘ma~ He tried in vain to
regain his feet, but failed and was count-
ed out. .Then 10,000 men and a score of
wemen who had gathered in the open
arena on the San Mateo Hills, cheered
the man who had become champion after
defeat and rushed in frenzied enthusiesm
for the ring.

The .special police were bowled over
and Nelson was swept off his feet and
hoisted on the shoulders of bis friends
and carried about the arena and to his
dressing room, while the heaten, bleeding
Gans was carefully - escorted by his se-

¥or the first five rounds ns landed
at will.on Nelspn, terribly purishing him
about the face, It did not look that Nel-
son had one chance in a hundred to win,
but he never hesitated to come to close
quarters with the champlon and swung
his arms constantly, seeking an. opeéning,
Finally in the seventh round Gans be-
gan to weaken. Nelson caught ‘Gans off.
his guard gnd landed heavily ‘on the
body. Thereafter it was .Nelson’s ‘fight.
‘Gans' used ‘all his skill arnd  generalship
to stall\off thei:Dane’s rushes, but falled
{0 stop him;‘ In the twelfth round Gans
went . to’ the .floor .for the count of nine
on three B different occaslons. . Nelson
punished him severely about the body and
face, but it was the body blows that
eventually brought the champion to grief,
In the fourteenth Gans showed a flash/
of his class, “Altho apparéntly:- hopelessly
beaten at this ‘stage of the 'contest, he
rocked the Dane time and again with his
famous short arni wallops, - But they had
not the slightest ‘effect, and when Gans
went to his corner he ssemed to realize
he was a beaten man and so informed his
seconds. N

The Winner Talks.

Welson, when seen ifi his dressing room
after the fight, - tresented a battered-up
appearance, but was apparently as strong
as before the fight commenced. He said:

“I knew I would lck him. I took all
the bets I eould ‘get and cleaned ‘up a!
big sum, I have wodn the - lightweight
championship -and have all the ‘money I
want. I don't eare if ‘T never see 'a box-
ing glove again. " I may or nmay not,
however, fight again.” :

Referee Jack Welsh had this to say
after the fight:

“Nelson won a cleen-cut victory, T do
not. however, think that Gans of to-day
was the Gans of old. He seemed to have
lost some of his cleverness and to my
eye his btlows did not seem to have the
game vim behind them, Nelson was too
strong and it was a case of youth having
its fling.""\
