'Wounded of War Are Cém-
pelled to Learn New
Tra'des.

MEN SELF-SUPPORTING

Business Employers Required
to Guarantee Soldiers
v . - Work for Life.

From one"point of view the great Ger
man relief society which aims to make
the wreckage of the war self-supporting
is perhaps the most important. It is
difficult to get at the truth of what is
enormous

amouflage which surrounds it. The
semi-official claims, for example, are
that Germany is.able to send back from
85 to 90 per cent. of her wounded to the
‘war, m'{(l that of the remainder only
a small “portion. will not beér completely
self-supporting before the war ends.
These . statements. may. be heavily
sprinkled with ‘salt,-but they are prob-
ably more nearly true than they would
be in any allied country,

It is likely that Germany is able to
make use, in military ways, of 70 per
cent. of her wounded. Her hospital ser-
:nice at tl;)e beginning of tt}l]:twa;' ‘:;f

comparably superior to of _the
allies. It is probably infinitely supetior
to that of France today, if I may judge
by descriptions of recent German hospi-
tels and what I know of conditions in
the French medical service. It is en-
tirely likely that Great Britain is saving
as many of her wounded today as Ger-
many ever did, but there is a vast dif-
ference in the treatment of the wound-
ed after they are healed.

Uses Scraps of Men.

Great Britain re.eases irom service
men who have been seriously wounded.
Germany makes use of mere scraps of
men in her various subsidiary services,

That willingness to use lopped and
broken trunks in which only guiding in-
telligence remains may possibly justify
the German claim that 85 to 90 per cent.
of all. wounded are returned to the ser-
vice. In any case’ a residuum is left at
the bottom of thé medical howl of men
who cannot possibly be of further mill-
tary value. It is such men as these that
the great relief soclety referred to has
been organized to deal with, The plan
is to make every man. self-supporting
after the war, no matter how little of
him mnay be left. It is infinitely bette:
for the man and for Germmny when the
war ends. The Germans never forget
the hideous nightmare of their present
existerce, It Is recognized that the
work of eyery hand will be needed. The
man who has but one hand must be fit-
ted to do his part for his country's sake
if not for his own.

During the latter part of the stay in
the hospital of these torn and broken
men they are carefully studied by the
men who have made themselves experts
to meet this exigency. Their inteliigence,
their education, their nervous reactions,
everything about them is card-indexeu
and tested. All this time they are kept
urder the sternest military discipline, so
that those who have seen it have de-
scribed to me how these legless and arm-
less hulks have yet stiffened their poor
bodies in bed when an officer walkea
down the alsle between the cots for the
‘‘respect” salute of the, Germany army.
The Germans say this \; better for the’
men. If the mutile is c.\dled, they say,
he goes to pieces ahd becomes soft.

When they \havé gained enough
strength the training for their future
lifewcrk is begun. Practical Germany
never wasties time on raffia and leather
working and souvenir.-boxes and the rest
of the tragic uselessness that the maimed
man is too often set adoing. The Ger-
man theory iz that there- #s no active
market for Lideously ugly bags made out
of knotted cord, or for hand-hammered
tin biscuit boxes which counterfe t un-
convincingly a silversmith’s handiwork.
Furthermore, the German theory is that
the maimed man realizes this_and that
the heart 4s taken out of him by it. If
he can do ecmething—even a very little
thing—which is of real use in the world
he chirps up and is happy.. But if he
feels himself condemned to be an object
of chanity for all his remaining days
the heart dies in him,

Work If They Can.

So that whatever it is the mutile is
trained to do, it is at least practical
and salable. He may only have one
arm left of his original complement of
limbs, but the poor remnant of what was
once a man can sti: .un a lathe, One
such a man js handling a steam trip-
hammer in Fseen, I am tolMd. A .man
without arms and with only one leg is
able to run a heavy press in a Bavarian
f ctory, since it is directed by foot
treadles. The training is conducted by
real “‘efficiency experts,” who develop the
la;t ounce ‘o! capacity in the man, and
Who are, of course, aided by the impas-
sioned efforts of the man himself, for.
