DRIFTS IMPASSABLE

Ottawa, Feb. 16.—Driving snow into
@eep drifts and reducing the temper-
ature- to the neighborhood of zerd:-a
northwesterly gale which began on
Saturday morning brought with it the
severest storm of' the winter,

Train service has been disorganized
to an extent not experienced this
yvear. Battling against drifts which
have blockedthe tracks over a large
area, trains struggled into Central
Station today hours ldte. Many have

been canceled, others are as much as
g

12 hours behind time, -Street railway
traffic has been maintained only at
the cost of a maximum expenditure of
energy, and every avai.ahle piéce of
storm-fighting apparatus on both
steam and eleetric raiflways has been
called into commission,

The storm reached. its height on
Sunday night and blew the snow inte
solid drifts which made traffic a dif-
ficult undertaking. By Sunday the

streets were already wearing the ap-]

pearance of snow canyons.

Reports from the raiiways go to
show that the fight against the wea-
ther has been the, severest for two
years, At least one Ottawa train gave
up the struggle and was ecanceled.
This was the New York Central train
‘from Tupper Lake, N. Y., to Ottawa
via Cornwall, due in Ottawa at 11.50
a.m. Other trains on the same road
have ‘been taken off also,

She was de-
layed three hours at St. Hyacinthe, and
three locomotives had to be hitched on
to the train to pull her thru the huge
drifts that blocked the track. The other
trains also suffered declays. Telephone
and telegraph companies report no seri-
ous trouble anywhere.

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PHONOGRAPH FIRM

$5000 of Expensive Machines
Destroyed at Brown Company
Factory.

A somewhat menacing fire brdke out

Winnipeg, Feb. 16.—Fred J. Dixon,
member of the Manitoba legislature
for Centre Winnipeg, charged with
seditious libel in cemneotion-with -three-
published articles dealing with the
Winnipeg general strike, was found
not guilty by a jury, in the assizes
court this wmorning, He was . dis-
charged at once. A charge against
8. Woodsworth of seditious libel
was withdrawn by the crown, the in-
tended evidence being the same as in
the Dixon case, but a charge of
seditious utterance ' against - Woods-
worth starnds over to' the spring as-
sizes, ‘

When the jury pronounced its vef:
dict after deliberating on - the - case
since Saturday afternoon Dixon's
friends in court broke into cheers and
applause until they were silenced by
the court crier. Dixon stood in the
prisoner’s dock and heard the ‘verdict
of acquittal calmly.

Mr, Justice Galt, who heard
cage, congratulated the accused
the verdict, and said:

Some Praise by Judge.

At the same time, I would like to
warn you not to take part in the future
in such transactions. Yo have shown
by your demeanor and .n conducting
your defence that you are a man of con-
siderable attainments, high ability and
education. Such a man ought to be an
honor to his, country. Whether thru ig-
norance or force of circumstances, you
have shown yourself to be in alignment
in fomenting what.was, in my opinion,
an unlawful strike.

“Fortunately for you, the jury found
you not guilty of seditious iptent in
writing these articles. Other articles
tha't you have written showed that you
advocated  constitutional methods in at-
taining reform. Free speech, ef course,

tional rights. I do hope that in the fu-
ture you will cease 'to ally yourself with
such men as took part in the conspiracy
at the Calgary conference. Of course,
you were not there, and that is in your
favor.”

London, Feb. 16.—An inflammatory
document of the most important char-
acter has been seized on the person
of 2 Bolshevik agent arrested here on
the way 1o the United States, it was
learned today. +The document con-
sists of a letter addressed .“To our
American comrades,” and signed by
M. Bucharin. president of 'the  Third
Internationale of Moscow, declaring
the time to be ripe for the operation
of a communist party in the United
States. : .

The program given in'the communi-
cation 1s, first, the establishment of a
government .of workers’ soviets; sec-
ondly, the overthrow of the capitalists
and the management of the factories
by the workers; and third, the seizure
by the workers of the food supply or-
ganization.

SNOW TIES UP TRAINS
IN NORTHERN NEW YORK

Syract&e, N.Y,, Feb. 16.—The worst
snow blockade in years has paralyzed

ansportation facilities in central
nd northern New York. Not a train
moved today in the section of the
state north of the New York Central
main lines between Schenectady and
Syracuse.

Scores of trains have been stalled
more than 24 hours in snow drifts
and hundreds of passengers are being
cared for by village officials and
farmers along the blockades routes.
More snow, a terrific wind and zero
temperature late today added to the
difficulties and undid the work of
thousands of men who toiled Sunday
night and today in an effort to open
up the roads.

Dispatches from all sections of the
blockaded area tell of having had_no
train service since Saturday, inter-
urban traffic at a standstill and in
many places extremely low food and
fuel supplies,

pected from the six votes which are
printed in the unterrifying official
form “British Empire, Canada, Aus-
tralia, South ' Africa, New Zealand,
India.” It goes om to point out that
the United States has also with it
Cluba, Panama, Dominican Republic,
Nicaragua, Haiti and that, therefore,
the United States has no right to
complain when each nation controls
flve votes; also that the protectorates
©of the United States have adopted

olicies steadily followed by four suc-'
cessive presidents at Washington,

The letter disclaims any intention »f
criticizing the protectorate policy ~f the
government, and winds up with the fol-
lowing: | .

‘“The significant point is that the
United States cannot fairly enjoy all the
advantages f
then go before the world with the ery
that Great Britain has jockeyed us by
securing 8ix votes in a negative and al-
most powerless assembly in which we
have but one vote. No one acquainted
with publc¢ affairs can suppose that the
representatives of Fayti, Panama, the
Domican republic, Nicaragya and Cuba
in the world assemly will ever be hosti.e
to the United States. ' Not one of then
would dream of joining a league >f na-
tions without the gracious nod of Uncle
Sam. Those five votes would practi-
cally be at all times in the vest vockel
of American "reprasentatives in the as-
sembly, acting under instructions from
‘Washington.”

‘“The powers cannot conceal the pain-
ful impression madGe upon them by thée
refusal of the Dutch government to hand
over the ex-emperor to them; without
any consideration of the possibility of
reconciling the scruples of Holland with
some effectual precautionary measures to
be taken either on the spot or by hold-

They desire that it
may be clearly understood how grave
the situation might become if the Neth-
erlands government were not in a posi-
tion to give those assurances which the
safety of Europe so imperatively ;de-~
