Allege Serious Irregularities on
Part of Town Officials.

Serious charges, ostensibly against the
town officials of East Toronto, and in-
directly aimed at the council,as an altér-

day before Chief Justice Moss and Mr.
Justice Street. After a lengthy argu-
ment by George H, Watson, K.C., that
the election had been voided by the'
elevation of Hom. A. G. Mackay, K.C,, |
to the executive council, and that there |
was no objection to the proceeding, it
was intimated broadly that if the ques-
tion of costs was the only thing that
prompted the petitioner to proceed, that
little matter- might be amicably ar-

ranged. :
“ George M. Boyd, ex-M.L.A) said:

“No, go on with the trial.”

The wonderful scope of C. M. Bow-
man's generosity was indicated by the
admission of George A. Ferguson, that
that well-known legisiator and contrac-

tor had contributed to the North Grey
election fund.

The trial resumes at 10 o'clock to-
MOrrow morning.

Began at 3 o'Clock.

_The trial began this afternoon at 3
o'clock. It was not dennitely Known
in Owen Sound whether the trial woulil
actually proceed, but despite the un-'
certainty the court-room was crowded, |
and witnesses who had beepn served |
were on the scene in numbers. On this!
occasion the absence of A, B, Ayles-|
worth was noted, his place as leading |
counsel being filled by George H, Wai- |
son, K.C. Mr. McEvoy, the assistant
legal luminary for the respondent, was
absent thru missing his train, and his
place was filled by W. H. Wright. Hon.
A. G. Mackay, K.C., occupied a seat
between his solicitors. George M. Boyd,
ex-M.L.A., was present also and was re
presented by George T. Blackstock, K.
¢., Lieut.-Col. N, F. Paterson, K.C., and
W. H. Price. The chief jusace nodded
that they were prepared to proceed.
Mr. Watson enlightened the court by |
stating that since the adjournment the
respondent, Hon. A. G. Mackay, K.C.,
had been appointed to the executive
ceuncil. By virtue of the act, the seat
had become vacant and the election
void, and Mr. Mackay, for this reason,
could not sit or vote in the legislature.
That being so, Mr. Watson submitted |
that there was no occasion to seek the
invalidation of an election when it was
already invalid in effect by the appoint-
ment to an office of emolumenit. The
position that the court should take was
that the object having been attained
there was not further reason for
proceedings. He understood that Mr.
Justijce Teetzel, in the North York case,
deelined to proceed, as thy goat wi als
ready wvacant and because there could
be no good object gained in proceeding
further. The section of the act was dis-
cretionary and not mandatory or per-|
emptory. He invoked the decision of
the court, that it would be a loss of
time and useless expense to proceed. |

To Prevent a Stay.

Mr. Paterson replied that section 451
was inserted in the act with the very|
object of preventing attempts to stop!
election trials by resignations or .n--'
ceptance of office. There was also the
question of costs that would be in-
volved, and they desired to satisfy the
court as to the genuineness of charges
on this account. They were prepared t»
g0 on and show that the most flagrant
corrupt practices existed.

Mr. Watsoy arose and said: “If the
question of costs is the only matter at
issue, T would be glad to confer with
my learned friend.”

Mr. Paterson seemed to hesitate.
Speaking slowly, he said that he must
admit that the seat was as vacant as'
it could be. They were not influenced
alone by mercenary considerations,how-
ever, and believed that there werse
charges that should be laid bare and
persons reported for them by the court.

Mr. Boyd. who had shown som2
warmth at this stage of the proceedings,
spoke something in Mr, Paterson’s ear.
The latter turning to the judges said:
“-NQ. my lords, my client prefers to go |
on. |

The judges decided that the case:
should proceed, holding that they
should be entitled to stop the procezd-
ings if they deemed it advisable at any
time. Mr. Watson asked for an adjourn-
ment until Tuesday morning, but as
evidence regarding organization was
to be taken up the judges decided to
g0 on.

As to Organization.

George A. Ferguson, secretary of the
Reform Association, admitted that he
had been asked by Mr. Mackay to take
charge of the committee rooms, and did
80 about three weeks before the elec
tion. Generally speaking, he was to
lcok after the organization in town. Be-
sides himself were employed Samuel
Pearce and Dunecan Marshall. then
of Thornbury. There were three rooms
divided by partitions. Ben Kay, the
caretaker, who was hired by John
Lindsay. was also there. Wesley
Brandon was not employed there, hut
Frederick McKinney did some work on
the lists. He paid McKinney about $7
for his work, and did not know of any-
one else paying him. He understood
that $7 was a balance, and Duncan
Marshall might have paid him other
accounts. ife knew Jas, A. Frost, who |

Moses delivered quick-fire ad-
dresses, having another meecting to at-
tend. Controller Spence intimated
that live political 1ssues were alone
worthy of consideration. The city for
the citizens was the first of these is-
sues. Manufacturers, commercialists,
trades unions, street railway compan-
ies, telephone companies, all these in=
terests thought they should run the
city, but no section should have pre-
cedence over the whole.

Public - ownership of public service
utilities was the next issue. The fear

of corrupt influences was urged as an |
| objection. If the city owned its street |

railway, said Mr. Spence, it might cost
more, but that would only be due to,
extravagance and not corruption. They
might employ more men and pay higher
wages and cut down fares, but that
would be at the expense of the big
profits mow rolled up for capitalists.
Municipal politics would also be purl-
fied by public ownership, as there
would be no corporation agents seeking
to corrupt officials.

The enforcement of contract obliga-
tions was the last issue Mr- Spence
had time for. He would hold every
company that agreed to do anything’
strictly to the bargain. Their failure
in this respect was an argument for
public ownership. i

W. A. Douglas presented a single
tax conundrum, and Poet Sabine wish-
ed to know why he should be compelled
to live in sheds and hovels wln other
gentlemen had better quarters,

Chairman Ward regretted that city
contracts were open to United Staters,
and Mr. Spence explained that wide

lopen competition was the only means

te prevent ' local combinations from
holding up the city. After a collection
had been made to music supplied by
Miss Alexander on the piano, John
Reeks spoke on labor problems, the
governing classes and the working
masses. the mecessity of trades unions,
and the moulders’ 9 hours day dispute
with the Canada Foundry.
