One of the best influences that could
be.brought to bear, emphasized Mr.
Gordon, was that of a strong consecrat-
ed. busiriess man in the community who
understood young men and their ways
and would be in sympathy with them.
Young men shoiild be encouraged in de-~
velopment . of literary -pursuits. ;

Appeal should be made to the ambi-
tion of young men. . The average one
desired to “be somebody.” Canada was
a territory of the future, with unlimited
possibilities.

In giving examples, the speagker re-
ferred to President Roosevelt as a pure
man of ideal character.

Not the End of Things.

He deprecated the theology 'that
taught of the end of things. Such was|
not for the young man, glorying in his
strength. “If Christ came to-morrow,
it would not be the end, but the begin-
ning of things,”’ he said, Therefore the
hopeful Sabbath school teacher who be-
lieved in the future should succeed. The
yéung ' man was appealed to mostly by
practical examples based upon the lives
of great men.

‘“The Art of Tltustration” was the sub-

ject of an address by Rev. Robert John-
ston, D.D., of Montreal. - He believed
that nothing in the way of illustration
was so good as examples . from that
greatest of biographies, the Bible. The
voung man’s spiritual instincts should
be appealed to.
“ Two of the great masters of illustra-
tion were Dr. Guthrie of Edinburgh and
Rev. Henry Ward Beecher. But the
greatest of all was Jesus Christ. whose
parables and allegories appealed alike
to all classes.

In the use of i{llustration, which he
characterized as an art. he emphasized
the necessity of preventing the illustra-
tion from eclipsing the truth which it
was employed to illumine. Improbable!
stories should not be used, nor those
inappropriate ones.

Museum to Aild. -

In Sabbath school work he believed |
that a small museum of objects of east-!
ern lifa, would be useful in impressing |
the habits and customs of the Biblical
characters. Teachers having ability to]
draw should 'illustrate with pictures on'
the blackboard, failing which print-
ed ones, so easily obtainable, should he
used.

Hon. S. H, Blake was to have spoken
at the evening session, but was un-
avoidably prevented from being resent,
and Rev. T. O'Meara of Little Trinity
Church handledthe subject of the ad-
dress, which was the responsibility that
devolved ‘on the Sunday school as a
Bible training institution.

A CITY OWNERSHIF OBJECT
4 LESSOM.

N.Y. Commercial:
\during the ceremonies incident to the
subway opening Mr, August Belmont
drew a very clear distinction betwzeén
‘ithe municipal ownership and the muni-
, cipal operation .of public utilities—two
'ideas or ‘“propositions” that are very
' iclosely’ associated in the popular mind
and are too often confused or not Kept
sufficiently distinct by speakers. and
writers on the subject. He ot only
pointed out this distinction, as it gets
illustration in ‘the subway, but at the
same time guve interesting ind timely
emphasis to the fact that pure munici-
pal ownership may, under certain ctiu
ditions, be wise and wholcsone a.ad be-
neficent where muvipal operation
would ‘be .abdolute fully.

The  municipality of New York, it
should be borne in mind, is the owner
of the subway. By enabiing l2gistatien
at Albany it was authorized to extend
its credit, by the issue «~f municipal se-
curities, for the building of the tunnel,
but that was the limit of 1ts participa-
tion in the enterprise. It canny:, unler
the law as it now stands, engag. 1 ihe
business of. operating trains and trans-
porting passengers. That privilege nas
been let out, under certain restrictions
ahd Iimitations, to' an operating com-
pany. .And the risk of constiruztion wssg
made as glight as was possible, bccause
the proceeds of the sale of the. munic¢t-
pal bonds were to be devoted to pay-
ment- for the subway only as resuits,
rigidly required by contract, were forth-
coming from the contractor. And in the
end this subway, built and ownal by
the city, will be redelivered to the miu-
nicipality free from obligation of any
sort,

Thus; explained Mr, Belmont, at a
time when there are so many ill-di-
gested and fill-considered plans under
discussion, having for their object nc:
only municipal ownership and munici-
pal operdtion of transportation lines,
*the State of New York has reached
the ‘true solutjon of this problem—that
municipal participation is justified to
the extent of furnishing credit for the
construction of such a work, but should
stop -short of the operation of the pro-
perty when constructed. To private in-
terests should be committed the ‘risks
and the burden as well as the profit
of . constructing, equipping and operat-
ing the road, the latter not being with-
in the government functions or other le-
gitimate province of a municipality.”

Imagine the municipality of New
York gZoing into the husiness of ‘‘run-
ning” this underground railioad! Wh-t
a seething maelstrom of political cor-
ruption it could easily become—almost
unquestionably would become! It would
mean- anywhere from five to ten thous-
and new city “Jobs"”! An army of ex-
ecutive officials and employes. added
to the city pay-roll! That municipal
administration which happened to first
take charge of the business could hard-
ly be expected to do otherwise than
promptly and deliberately make it the
vehicle for discharging political debts
thru the ‘“‘handing out’” of subwny‘
“places.” And if. in the end, the vast
revenues-of the business were not in
arge measure squandered or divert:d
from their legitimate uses—and thus
the subway become a source of expeunse
instéad of profit—it would be a wonder,

The mere municipal ownership of the
subway can. however, have no such
outcome. The restriction was distinct-
lv a wise and far-seeing one, And for
this reason the man who. with his as-
sociates, hag financed both the construe-
tion and the operation, is moved f{o
declare that the claim I8 not extrava-
gant that the plan and the execution

And if, in its final stccess,
it shall demonstrate that ‘“‘municipal
operation” is an unwarranted exten-
sion of the municipal function, while
“municipal ownership” may-be permis-
sible and legitimate and not interfere
unnecessarily with private enterprise,
the fact, will save many a failure in
“municipal busihess.”

New York City may reasonably be
corigratulated, too, that in acquiring
the Staten Island ferry properties and
franchises. the munic¢ipality has no pur-
pose of engaging in the business of
“running” ferry-boats, It will merely
own—not operate,
