IGNORANCE AND APATHY
ARE MENACE TO SOCIETY

for Women’s Work.

Second Apnuaf Meeting of Michigan Organization Battling
“ With White Plague Brings Out Many Theories — Praise

(Detroit Free ress)

“l am not at all in eympathy with
spending $12,000 for milk and eggs for lo-
cal relief among the tuberculosis poor;
what we need is a rousing campaigm of
education,” said Dr. Alfred 8. Warthin,
secretary of the State Association for the
Prevention of Tuberculosis and professor
in the medical department of the Univer-
sity of Michigan, at the second 'annual
meeting of the aesociation < held at the
Museum of Art yesterday afternoon.

“I hear that the Red Cross has spent
$3,000 in relief while the state association
had to struggle against a woeful condition
of ignorance and apathy which is credlbl§
only to those who have come in contact
with it, with only $1,000 at its disposal,”
he continued. “No state in the union has
+done so much with so small a fund, and
were it not for the work of the State Fed-
eration of Women’s clubs and the life
members obtained by Mrs. W. A. McGraw
this work P well as the work of child la-
bor, civic/improvement and forestry would
have been seriously. crippled.

“The federation has done more than all
other factors put together for all these
causes. But when we know the conditions
that obtain throughout many of the small-
er towns and cities of this state we must
admit that we are pretty mear the back
woods. How great is the apathy we have
to overcome is proved here today in this
city of 400,000 which is represented by 30
people, many of whom by the way, are not
Detroiters at all.

“The church no longer regards man as
a disembodied ghost nor does it expect to
save him in ‘fragments,” said Bishop -Wil-
liams at the evening session of the meet-
ing. “The church has a new conception of
the meaning of salvation—mot only to
save his soul for a world to come but to

worlds. 8o there is afn intimate relation
between the church and the fight against
tuberculosis. The church has an interest
in clean streets, samitation, education—ali
that affects the well-being of the man as
a whole, and while I do not believe in dis-
cussing policies in the pulpit I do believe
that the church ie a place for the consid-
eration of the principles and motives that
lie back of social reforms. It is the busi-
ness of the church to get up steam and
for the experts, in this case, the doctors,
to apply it.”

Dr. J. W. Glover, professor of mathe-
matics and insurance in the University of
Michigan, spoke on the cost of the white
plague. He showed elaborate and carefully
computed charts in which it was deduced
that the loss to the United States from
the disease was 670 million dollarsi.

“Detroit suffers a loss not less than
$250,000 a year. Is it mot time in view of
‘ these facts to do eomething?”’ asked Dr.
Grover, and suggested levying a tax of
three fourths of a mill on. the assessed
| valuation,

| “Although it is 30 vears ago since T ad-!

dreased a bigger audience on this very
subject in Detroit, and although we do not
‘seem to have accomplished a great deal.
still I am not pessimistic, because we have
i made a bigger stride in the last year than
during all the others put together,” said
Dean V. C. Vaughan, of the University
of Michigan. “The best bill ever written
on the subject is before the legislature for
the state control of tuberculosis, also one
fo rthe prevention of wpitting in public
' places. :

“The only way to stamp out this plague
is through work® of the health boards. It
is the only organization that has any legal
rights. You can’t make people report to
the Detroit Tuberculosis society or the

' CONDITIONS ARE FRIGHTFUL.

“A pitiable condition among tubercular
and other patients exists in the alms-
houses,” said Rev. Mrs. Bartlett-Crane of
Kalamazoo, one of the committee sént by
the Federation of Women's clubs to visit
the almshouses, and malke a report on con-
dltlops. “The laws permit of putting any
one in these houses adjudged indigent by
@lne. proper authorities without medical ex-
amination, with the result that much more
tuberculosis exists than is reported or tak-
en into account. We found that the keep-
ers do not call the doctors except in most
urgent cases because it endangers their
positions to call on them too often.

“Ventilation is poor, food not suited to
the needs' of the sick, thers are no trained
nurses and in ‘the one case where they

boasted of ‘a tubercular tent we fbund
a man man fainting from spasms of cough-
ing, in a filthy state, swarming with flies,
neglected to a pitiable degree.”

Mrs. K. V. English showed how almost
generally “ disregarde is the law of 1895,
which provides for instruction in the
schools for the care of contagious diseases.

“If you undertake to fight tuberculosis
you must fight the whole game and take
care of every case that comes along,”
eaid Dr. Woods Hutchinson, of New York:

Klements
of the fight against tuberculosis and its
prevention should be taught in the schools
like other educational elements.”
