Sicge operations, therefore, required to be re-
commenced, and parallels were immediately begun
to be constructed within 500 yards of .the walls.
Moolraj plied his artillery as nriskly. and offered
as stout a resistance as ever.  Our batteries were
once more opened with as much vigque and as
little success as ever—when it seemed as if the
mud walls wore incapable of being breached by
any ordiary species of practice.  Even should a
breach be established, a diteh surrounded the fort
forty fent in widih, and twenty five feet deep, the
height of the wall from the bottom of the ditch
being well nigh fifty feet.  Mining was now deter-
mined to be attempted, and three shafts were ac-
cordingly begun to be run in the dircction of the
counterscarp, running from the b
Dowlut gate of the town, It was belicved that the
whole would be so shaken by the explosion that
the establishment of a breach would be compara-
tively easy. ‘The first thing, however, was, as far
as practicable, to have the diteh filled up; and the
mines were exploded on the 18th under the crest
of the glacis, by which‘the counterscarp was com-
pletely blown in.  Oune of the most singular of all
circumstances connected with this most extraordi-
nary siege was this, that up to the 15th of January,
or three weeks afier the resamption of the most
active operations, the town had never been invest-
ed.

What effect this had
jon the alleged flight of the 14th Light Dragoons
jand the Bengal Cavalry, it is at present impossible
to say ; but it will readily be admitted that it tend-
i ed to clate the enemy, and discournge our own
troops.  Had the 21th not outstripped the native
corps, there is no doubt whatever of an instant vic-
tory : for, notwithstanding the slaughter, our troops
did carry the point immediately afier.
