Crew of Lifeboat Which

Guests of Honor at Dinner in Union Club Ar-
ranged By Navy League—Will Be Recom-
mended for Albert Medal.

Effected Gallant Rescue
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*] cannot think of anything nobler
than the action of these men whom we
are honoring tonight, for when their
captain called for volunteers, he found
men—real men—who were willing to
step in and rescue their fellow men from
a watery grave. It is little that we can
offer to them when they come ashore,”
declared Mayor E. A. Schofield last
evening, the occasion being a delight-
fully informal dinner in the Union Club
tendéred the captain and several mem-
bers of the crew of the steamer Melmore
Head, which brought the surviving mem-
bers of the crew of the Norwegian steam-
er -Mod into port last Monday, after the
Mod had sunk in mid-ocean on January,
22, This tribute to the heroic conduct
of the men offthe Melmore Head, who
put out from their ship in a frail life-
boat through a furious sea to rescue
twenty-three of the Mod’s complement,
and all of whom were present last night,
was arranged by the local branch of the
Navy League of Canada and the presi-
dent, R. E. Armstrong, presided. Others
. present were His Worship, the Mayor,
Captain Harry L. Butt, R. D, R. N. R,
of the Melmore Head, and the following
members of his crew: Chief Officer H.
Cole, who commanded. the lifeboat, and
able seamen John Duncan, John Dun-
woddy, James Cunningham, and Pat-,
rick Cafferty, who manned the lifeboat.

An interesting fact about the rescue
party is that every man of it is an Irish-
man, Besides these, the following were

Col. E. T. Sturdee’s Recommendation.

Col. E. T. Sturdee, past president of
| the Navy League branch, said he was
| glad to sit down at the table with such
men. “‘Men’ is the word which carries
everything,” he said. No deed that
earned a V. C. on the field of battle was
more gallant than that of these men and
he beleved that some recognition should
be made of their work, apart from what
the Norweglan government might do.
He suggested' that steps be taken to
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recommend to the British government
that the men be given the Albert Medal
for life saving. It would be something
to look back upon.

H. C. Schofield, treasurer of the local
branch of the Navy League, heartily en-
dorsed  Col. Sturdee’s suggestion and
said that the matter would be attended
to. Captain A. J. Mulcahy, speaking as
an Irishman and a sailor, said he gave
the men “an Irish welcome.” He paid

a tribute to the work of R. E. Arm-
strong as preident of the league and said
that very little passed his notice where
the sea was concerned.

Walter Brindle, manager of the Sea-
men’s Institute, spoke briefly and the
party dispersed after three hearty cheers
had been given the sailors present and
after the men from the Melmore Head
had returned the compliment in the
same manner.

MEMORIAL  HOME
NEEDS ROOM FOR
- MORE CHILDREN

The second annual meeting of the
board of directors and gubscribers of the
Provincial Memorial Home for Children
was held last night in the Market build-
ing with Dr. Jam Manning, the presi-
dent, in the chail It was announced
that Mayor Schefield had consented to
the holding of a tag day for the Home in
March and a vote of thanks was tendered
Hilton Belyea, who has kindly donated
his rink to the Roxborough Lodge, L. O.
B. A, for a carnival to be held next
week in aid of the Home.

The report of the secretary, Francis
Kerr, said that the Home had helpt;d
seventy-seven different unfortunate chil-
dren during the year and had thirty-
four children in residence on Dec. 81.
The closing paragraphs of the report
were as follows:

“The board of health had limited our
capacity to thirty-one and at the present
time we are slightly in excess of that
number, but the cases were So urgent
that something simply had to be done
to relieve those in distress.

“The dining room in the new wing is
completed and has been in use for some
months and we hope that the assistance

the executive to complete this wing and
thus provide additional accommodation
for at least. thirty more children.

4] cannot close my report without
again drawing the attention of the exe-
cutive to the fact that a large number of
those who applied for admission of their
children were women, who have been
deserted by their husbands and who were
forced to seek assistance for themselves
and their little ones.
