FREE LEGAL AID
BUREAU PROPOSED
FOR USE OF POOR

St. Louis, Mo., Aug. 80—Establishment
of legal and bureaus throughout the
United States to give free legal advice
to the poor, was recommended as a
means of checking the spread of radical-
ism by speakers today at the convention
of the American Bar Association in ses-
sion here.

The association was asked to assist in
every way to encourage the establish-
ment of such bureaus, especially in the
larger cities. The speakers included
Charles Evans Hughes, Republican pres-
idential nominee in 1916. \

“There is.no more serious menace,”
Mr. Hughes declared, “than the discon-
tent which is fostered by a belief that
one canpot enforce his legal rights be-
cause of property. To spread that no-
tion is to open a broad road to Bolshev-
ism. \

“The poor must have legal advice and
except in the simplest matters he needs
skilled assistance to present the merits
of his case. Without opportunity of the
poor to secure such aid, it is idle o
talk of equality before the law.
