London, Ont, June 12—The Presby­
terian General Assembly decided this 
morning to accede to the request of the 
presbytery of Toronto that in all cases 
military chaplains be permitted to 
transfer from the constituent call of the 
presbyteries in which they reside to the 
roll of the presbyteries to which their 
military work takes them.

In a further discussion of theological 
college situation, President Murry, of 
the University of Saskatchewan, said 
that concentration of the students ln 
fewer colleges would be difficult, as a 
larger number of students than ever 
were married, owing to the Military Ser­
vice Act.

A difference of opinion was expressed 
by Rev. W. O. Mulligan, of Bedford 
(N. 6.) There was a feeling among the 
younger men, he said, that two or three 
colleges in Canada with good staffs, 
would not cost less, draw good students 
and receive better results. People were 
asking why in these times they should 
be asked for sums of money for theo­
logical education. It cost $1,500 to 
graduate. Theological education of 126 
students had cost $75,000 in the last

In behalf of labor, offering this co­
