CROP SEEDING AND
GROWING SEASON LATE
ALL OVER GANADA

Government Gathers Information
of Conditions — A Good Deal
of Fall Wheat Winter Killed

Ottawa, May 15—A bulletin of the cen-
sus office issued makes the following re-
p((;rt on the crops and live stock of Can-
ada,

The seeding and growing season for the
whole of Canada has opened late this year,
and the month of April has been marked’
by hard frosts. But May has been fa\'or-{
able to cultivation of the land, and the
rainfall ' has 'been sufficient for healthy
vegetation,

Fail wheat, which is grown chiefly in
Ontario and Alberta, showed an average
condition of 82 per cent. at the end of
April, being’ 89 per cent. in Alberta and
81 per: eent. in Ontario. In Ontario, how-
ever, the April frosts were destructive in
some regions; and from 12 to 34 per cent.
of the area sown has been reported as win-
ter-killed. The centra: vounties, north of
Jake Ontario, suffered worst, the average
loss, as reported, being 34 per cent. In
the western counties 27 per cent. of the
area in crop has been destroyed. In the
southern 'counties, north of lake, Erie, the
Joss is 10:per cent.; in the northern, count-
ies and districts 12.6 per eent.; and in the
ecastern counties, bethveen the St. Lawrence
and Ottawa rivers, 15 per cent. F¥or the
whole of (Canada the area tvinter-killed is
reported to .be 21 per cent., and the per
cent; condition of the growing crop is 82.

About 12 12 per cent. of the clover was
heaved out by the spring frosts, and the
average condition of hay and clover at
the end of April was 89 per cent, Alberta
shiows better than any other part of Can-
ada, its average being 94 12 per cent.
Nova Scotia comes next, with 93.75; and
in Quebze, British Columbia and Saskatche-
wan the condition is over 90. In Ontario
it is 86 and in Manitoba 85 per cent.

The percentage of total seeding complet-
ed at -the end of April was 21.35 in Que-
hec, 44 in Ontario, 47 in Manitobd, 47.30
