The schooner 
Minnie, Capt Jacobsen, arrived yester­
day from the Behring sea. The captain 
reports that early in the morning of July 
15th, the Rush bore down and boarded 
him. Leiut. Tuttle came aboard with 
four sailors and asked for his papers. 
Capt. Jacobsen gave them to him ;

the ship 
and discovered 450 fresh skins in the 
salt room. He took possession of them 
and transferred them to the Rush. Then 
after an hour’s waiting, he told Swensen, 
an able seaman to take her to Sitka. He 
gave Swensen, a letter to the United 
States Consul and, then took off all the 
guns and spears he could find and left

As soon as the Rush was out of sight 
Capt Jacobsen had Swensen brought to 
him. “Look here,” he said, “I am under 
contract with my Indians to fish in this 
sea for so long, and I’m going to do it. 
You can do as you like.” Swenson, who 
is little more than a boy, answered noth­
ing and did not attempt to stop further 
proceedings. After this they captured 
500 fresh skins and nine otters. Then 
hearing that the cotter was running 
around Capt. Jacobsen got up anchor and 
got out of the sea Aug. 17th. There was 
great jubilation over her return, 
sen says he was powerless to enforce his 
order against twenty-one men.
