
STEWART'S MILLIONS. SECOND EHilton had exerted an undue influence 
over Mrs. Stewart, and offered to pro­
duce proof that the apparent devise of 
one-half of her residuary estate was 
void. That they were successful in 
establishing these allegations was shown 
by the failure on the part of Henry 
Hilton to offer any defense whatever.

Then began the compromise consulta­
tion between the opposing lawyers. 
They ended in the contesting heirs waiv­
ing all right to the real estate said to 
have been purchased by Hilton, and his 
huge absorption of the Stewart mercan­
tile interests. For this concession the 
two executors agreed to give this contest­
ing heirs nearly $10,000,000, Charles J. 
Clinch giving up half of his original in­
heritance, while Henry Hilton surrend­
ered $6,500,000 he had laid hands on in 
the guise of a cathedral trust

In 1876 Alexander T. Stewart, died pos­
sessed of $40,000,000. Inside of a month 
after his death the widow literally gave 
away one-fourth of the estate, and when 
she died, ten years after her husband, 
the heirs sued for $25,000,006, which 
they claimed was absorbed by Hilton. 
To stop litigation these contesting,, 
are given $10,000,000 and the question is 
who got the other $26,000,000 remaining 
after deducting the share allotted under 
the division settlement to 
executor Charles J.
In 1876 Henry Hilton took 
$10,000,000 in lieu of his original legacy, 
and the books show that the rest drifted 
ini the same direction.

The wholesale absorption of these 
Stewart Millions is the most astounding 
transaction of its kind since the days of 
William the Conqueror, who gobbled up 
the fair domains of England. But he 
did it by the right of conquest and victor 
in battle. The Stewart Millions dropped 
into their present owner’s hands by a far 
different process.

Within a month Chicago fresh beef 
has found its way to the markets of Nova 
Scotia, Halifax, and other places.

Messrs. O’Neil, McGirr and other 
butchers speak highly of its qualities.

Our best beef is that of cattle killed 
when about the age of five or six years, 
while the most of the (Chicago beef thaï 
come: here is that of cattle only about two 
or three years old. It is very tender and 
fat but good provincial beef is generally 
of better flavor. During the months of Jan­
uary, February and March of last year 
89,028 pounds of fresh beef were imported 
ed into St. John; in April, May and YOne 
306,000 pounds, in August, July and 
September, 232,867 pounds and in the 
last quarter of the year 106,753 pounds 
or during the whole year about 734,648 
pounds valued at between $40,000 and 
$45,000.

During this present month of January 
36,526 pounds of fresh meat has been 
imported; worth about $2.200. One of 
the butchers estimated that there was 
an average of about 100 carcasses of beef 
consumed in St. John every week. T s 
would make the total consumption of 
fresh beef in St John about 3,500,000 
pounds or 1,750 tons; so that the amount 
imported since last year would be only a 
little less than a quarter of the total 
consumption.

The amount of salt beef imported last 
year was about 285,000 pounds, valued at 
$9,650.

The trade and navigation returns show 
that for tne fiscal year ending June 30th, 
1889, the whole province of New Bruns­
wick imported 1,190,535 pounds of beef, 
salt and fresh, valued at $81,617. Nova 
Scotai’s beef imports, which are salt beef 
altogether, are a shade larger, or $86.259 
worth. Of the New Brunswick imports, 
however, $69,577 worth were for home 
consumption, while only $60,506 worth 
of Nova Scotia’s imports were for home 
consumption. The rest of the beef im­
ported or the most of it is sold for ship 
stores,and is kept in bond till wanted and 
goes out duty free.

Ontario imported only 428,809 pounds 
$26,358 worth, all for home consumption, 
and Quebec 290,426 pounds, $9,140 worth 
of which only a little over $2,000 worth 
was for home consumption.

The duty on the fresh beef is one cent 
per pound on the weight as received in 
Canada. All the butchers here are ot 
the opinion that if the duty is made any 
higher the price of beef will have to

QUESTION.

THE CIRCASSIAN’S STORMY PAS­
SAGE FROM LIVERPOOL. Great estates have been reduced by 

heirs from time to time both in this 
country and Europe, but the feat has 
only been accomplished by reekless ex­
travagance and dissipation, says the New 
York World. Gambling is a favorite 
method of getting rid of inherited money; 
horse-facing and turf-plunging will al­
ways tie a convenient way in which to 
lose money. Rich nobles have impover­
ished themselves to sustain the hondr of 
their country or the claims of a defrauded 
prince. Young men have been known 
to light cigars with bank-notes of a high 
denomination,while women and wine are 
Che meat abundant excuse for wasting 
inherited or suddenly acquired fortunes. 
But there is no record of any man acting 
so wildly as to cause a shrinkage in his 
estate Amounting to $25,000,000 inside of 
ten ye*rd. It is this extraordinary loss 

$£500,000 per annum which lends 
such intense interest to the story of the 
Stewart millions.

The precise value in good American 
dollars of the estate left by Alexander T. 
Stewart when be died, in 1876, will never 
be known. Shrewd mercantile and real 
estate experts have made careful esti­
mates in their own departments, and the 
total result is a com mon and well-ground­
ed belief that Mr. Stewart’s estate was 
worth at least $40,000,000 at the time of 
his death. The great merchant left a 
will bequeathing to his wife, Cornelia,the 
bnlk of his immense fortune, and among 
the individual legacies was one of 
$1,000,000 to “ex-Judge” Henry Hilton 
ostensibly for valuable services render­
ed by the beneficiary during the closing 
years of Mr. Stewart’s life. It was said 
at the time that Henry Hilton’s salary 
was $40,000 per annum, and this round 
million of dollars would yield him the 
same handsome sum at 4 per cent.

When the Stewart will was made pub­
lic Hilton was thought to be a man who 
had feathered his nest very handsomely, 
but in less than a week after the probate 
of the will another and a greater surprise 
was experienced by the people of Ameri­
ca. It was then announced that Alex­
ander T. Stewart had left a letter, ad­
dressed to his wife, advising her to sell to 
Henry Hilton hie share in the firm of A. 
T. Stewart & Co., together with the name 
and good will, stock in trade, and sundry 
cotton, linen and silk mills in America 
and Europe. The statement was made 
that Hilton had received all of these in­
terests by the payment of the $1,000,000 he 
had received as a legacy. So stupendous

Halifax, N. S., Jan. 29:—The Allan 
line steamer “Circassian,” which left 
Liverpool January 7th, arrived this 
morning all iced up. The captain re­
ports a very tempestuous voyage, hav­
ing experienced a succession of heavy 
gales and mountainous seas. On the 11th 
the bridge was carried away and chief 
officer Eastway was thrown off the 
bridge but escaped with little injury. On 
the 17th the ship encountered a . terrible 
hurricane, the waves washing the 
vessel fore and aft with 
great violence. When near St 
Johns^Newfounland, three large icebergs 
were passed and a quantity of field ice. 
The thermometer at that time registered 
10 below zero. Thomas Perrel the but­
cher was taken ill at St. Johns and died 
within an hour of heart disease. One of 
the erew named Neal had one hand bad­
ly frost bitten. The voyage all through 
was one of the worst the captain ever 
experienced. A quantity of dry goods 
was damaged by the waves cetting into 
the vessel’s hold.

The Allan line steamer “Polynesian,” 
which arrived from Liverpool, yesterday, 
went ashore on the Dartmouth side of 
the harbor, while in charge of a pilot,this 
morning.

A MONKEY-AND-PARROT TIME.
SNOW BLOCKADE NEARLY ENDED.

Splendid Work of the Rotary Plongh— 
Some of the Work Yet to ke Done.

San Francisco, Jan. 29.—It now seems 
probable that the great blockade on the 
Sierras will soon be over.

SHARP’S IMPORTED BEEF.

The Western Beef Trade In SI. John.

During the summer and fall of 1888 
reports were spread from different sec­
tions of the province that the hay crop 
was a failure ; hay would be very high 
and farmers who had not enough hay of 
their own would have difficulty in keep­
ing their stock. The crop was an average 
one except along the St. John river where 
the interval hay had been killed by the 
heavy floods of previous springs and the 
frost in winter when there was only a 
small quantity of snow on the ground.

The reports of scarcity of hay, however, 
created a panic among the farmers along 
the river and in other sections of the 
province, and to some buying hay at the 
prices, they expected it would be before 
the next spring they began early in the 
fall and killed off nearly all tbe stock they 
had, and flooded the market with beef 
to such an extent that before the river 
closed beef could hardly be sold here at 
all, and cases are known where farmers 
with small lots took it home again and 
salted it, rather than sell at tbe prices 
reigning. Nearly all the available beef 
cattle having been killed off in the fall 
few could be had during the next spring, 
and fresh beef became so scarce that our 
butchers had to look to other markets to 
supply their trade.

Early last spring Messrs. Lawrence 
McGrath, John McDonald, and others 
commenced the importation of dressed 
fresh beef from Chicago. They found 
that the fat and juicy flesh of the west­
ern steer suited the tastes of St. John 
people very well, and as the beef could 
be obtained delivered here in splendid 
condition at rates which enabled them 
to sell it as low as our own provincial 
beef they have continued to import it 
ever since.

Mr. John McDonald, the heaviest im­
porter, has bought ten carloads. He says 
that there is not enough beef in the prov­
ince to supply the demand. The butch­
ers cannot get their supplies here. The 
cause he assigned for the scarcity of stock 
was the exportation of cattle to England 
from this province a few years ago.

The business was overdone and the 
stock of the province entirely run down, 
so that good quality beef is now a very 
scarce article here. Consequently to get 
the quantity and right quality of beef for 
this market we had to look to the west.

“Why don’t you get beef from the 
upper provinces?” asked the reporter.

"Well, I would rather have Canadian 
beef, but you see, it is generally 
higher than Chicago beef, and be­
sides, owing to the severity of the 
weather in the winter season it gets 
frozen very hard before it is shipped, and 
our people don’t like frozen beef. Then 
iu the spring, as soon as navigation in 
the St. Lawrence opens and shipments 
to England begin, the price goes up so 
that we can’t touch it The Chicago beef 
is rapidly gaining in favor here. I ex­
pect another car here by Friday.

9 There are about 280 carcasses m'a car or 
20,000 pounds, the carcasses averaging 
700 to 900 each. Mr. McDonald iras of 
the opinion that the trade could not be 
supplied without importing beef and if a 
further duty was put on it must :ome out 
of the St. John people.

Co. disappeared from 
commercial world. It is admitted that 
Hilton sold all of the mills and manu­
facturing rights, and on dissolving the 
old firm erected another and less impor­
tant one in its place. It had also been 
admitted that Hilton obtained over $9,- 
000,000 by the sale of the mills and loom 
rights, and he was looked upon as a very 
lucky individual.

When her husband died Mrs. Cornelia 
M. Stewart was an old woman. Her tastes 
had always been simple and her expend­
itures very moderate for the wife of so 
rich a merchant. As a widow she be­
came even more retired, her principal 
method of dispensing her enormous 
wealth being in gifts of real estate to the 
members of her own family. But all of 
these did not amount to over $2,090,000, 
so that placing Hilton’s first act of ab­
sorption at $10,000,000, Mrs. Stewart 
ought to have died possessed of at least 
$28,000,000.

The developments made during the 
contesting suit against the probate of 
Cornelia M. Stewart’s will showed some 
remarkable facts. One of the most curi­
ous of these was that Mrs. Stewart had 
been for several years before her death, 
actually hard up for money. Her rents 
on real estate dwindled, year after year, 
in alarming ratio. There was a loss of 
$20,692J>6 on the Grand Union Hotel at 
Saratoga during ten years, though it has 
yielded-a profit ever since her death. The 
Tenth street store had a rental of $‘.150,000 
in 1876; but the figures finally dropped to 
$150,000 during five years. Every par­
ticle Of real estate showed the same 
shrinkage, and it was proved by the 
books that Mrs. Stewart actually borrow­
ed moaey from Hilton. She paitl enor­
mous prices for horses and carriage is, and 
there were various entries explaining 
how her estate was being reduced or ab­
sorbed.

BALSAM In re Dominion Safety Fnnd Life Aeso- 
cln t Ion.

The points involved in connection with 
the Dominion Safety Fund Life Associa­
tion deposit in the Maritime bank have 
not as yet been adjudicated upon. It 
will be remembered that on 
the failure of the Maritime 
bank that the $45,000 deposit 
of the Dominion Association in that bank 
was no longer recognized by the Ottawa 
authorities as a guarantee fund. Their 
deposit of $5,000 in the People’s bank at 
Fredericton still remained unquestion-

The case came up before the Supreme 
Court at Fredericton, where the decision 
was favorable to the Association. On 
appeal to the Supreme Court at Ottawa 
this décision was reversed, and it was 
finally removed to the Privy Council 
where it is still in abeyance.
