In the central part 
of the city double decked motor ’buses 
are used, trolley cars being confined to 
the wider thoroughfares of the outlying 
parts of the city. Everywhere in Eur­
ope the double-decker street car is in 
evidence, and the people all prefer to 
ride oh top in good weather. They are 
much better for seeing the cities than 
our low cars. Canada was the only 
place he saw the single cars like ours.

The traffic in the congested streets is 
controlled by the police, who stop 
hundreds of vehicles just by raising the 
hand or turning the body. Anyone 
who does not obey very promptly is 
fined heavily for the offence. For miles 
the hubs of the wheels of carriages and 
wagons passing in opposite directions 
would almost touch each other, but 
never hardly have a mishap.

After visiting Paris Mr. and Miss 
Raymond passed on to Switzerland. 
Here they ascended a number of the 
mountains, being carried almost to the 
summits by cable cars and elevators. 
The views obtained from these 
tain tops were magnificent. Not wild 
like the Rockies, but charming ih the 
extreme. Sevrai weeks, were spent at 
Lucerne, where they have very fine 
shops, especially in the jewellery line. 
These were the finest Mr. Raymond 
ever saw. The people of Switzerland 
he describes as very thrifty and clean, 
in great contrast to the people of Ire­
land, who showed great signs of pov­
erty and squalor.

A line to give you an idea of the 
buffalo business. I wrote the other day 
telling of one chase I witnessed. That 
particular run was only a baby com­
pared to a long dozen I have seen and 
taken part In since, and am mighty 
sorry to say the buffalo are on to their 
job and refuse to leave the

Yesterday I was one rider of thirty. 
We surrounded some 200 buffalo, driv­
ing them slowly from the Poudree river 
out to the prairie, a distance of from 
eight-to ten miles. From there to the 
corralls is another twelve or fourteen.

At the ten-mile point we bunched 
four different herds that the riders had 
forced from the Bitter Root Mountains 
across the Poudrée, where they 
picked up at different points of 
ing, and slowly herded across the bad 
lands to the bunching point.

This place was always where we wit­
nessed the stampede, and this time 
no exception. I happened to be in the 
middle with a fine of horses on each 
side of me every 20» yards and closer 
Everything was going nicely when 
without warning the entire bunch 
wheeled and charged slap at our line 
scattering irr all'- directions, except the 
one way we werel dr1ving them.

The Grand Trunk Pacific*will have 
$30,000 to $40,000 Invested in hotel build­
ings on the completion of the two build­
ings now under construction at Prince 
Rupert, and from .$10,000 t*> $15,000 more 
will have to be spent furnishing them, 
says the Empire. The buildings already 
erected and occupied and the merchan­
dise in them represent $100,000 more. 
This invested capital Is in danger of 
being wiped out by bush fires, as tim­
ber, both standing and fallen, is with­
in a few feet of some of the buildings, 
and once a fire got started and under 
headway, the town would be wiped out, 
for there are no appliances to fight fire 
with, not even water.

INTERSTATE CORPORATIONS.

Roosevelt on Necessity for Central 
Control.—Waterway Policy.

St. Louis, Oct. 2.—President Roose­
velt here to-day declared it the na­
tion’s duty to restore the Mississippi 
river to its proper place as a great ar­
tery of commerce, and termed the pro­
posed 14-foot channel from the lakes 
to the gulf a national necessity. He 
warned agaihst plans which might 
“entail reckless extravagance or be 
tainted with jobbery,” but urged a lib­
eral waterway policy.

The president’s ardor was not di­
minished by the fact that he was 
drenched by a sudden downpour of 
rain while en route to the building 
where his speech was delivered.

The president took occasion to es­
pecially emphasize his views on the 
necessity for central control of inter­
state corporations, and he frequently 
departed from his manuscript to ela­
borate and make clear his views on 
that point. His contention was that 
there must be some sovereign body to 
control these institutions, especially 
railroads. He spoke at length of the 
difficulty in reaching the corporations 
which are incorporated in one state 
and operate in another. He instanced 
especially his experience in getting the 
Southern Pacific to repair the break in 
the Colorado river. “That disaster 
curred in California,” he said, “but do 
you suppose I found it possible to deal 
with the railway there? No, the rail­
road is a New Jersey corporation, and 
I had to deal with it as such.”

He contended that the constitution 
must be interpreted to fit modern-day 
conditions, and not conditions that 
existed when it was adopted.

After a reference to the coming trip 
of the Pacific squadron to Pacific wat­
ers, President Roosevelt paid a high 
tribute to the navy and said that it 
must be strengthened greatly to meet 
future needs. He paid some attention 
to the great work on the Panama canal 
showing that good work was being 
done there.

Man Shot in Alaska Railway Fight 
Succumbs to Injuries.

Valdez, Oct. 1.—Fred Rhinehardt, one 
of the victims of the shooting at Key­
stone canyon last week, died Sunday 
morning. He was shot through the 
legs with a soft nose bullet, smashing 
the bones so badly that it was impos­
sible to save them. He died soon after 
amputation. It is now probable that 
charges against the men arrested for 
the shooting will be changed to that of 
murder.

All the soldiers and deputy marshals 
were withdrawn this evening from 
Keystone canyon.
