Another straw which shows
the direction of the wind is Mr,
Morley’s protest against the alarming
increase of national expenditures, The
most remarkable indication, however,
of a transition stage in national finance
is the candor of the leading English
journsl, the Times, in recommending the
re-imposition of duties which were
abolished when free trade was estab-
lished as a permanent fiscal policy of
the United Kingdom. The great organ
of English epinion has-been publishing
a series of important articles by an ex-
pert on the finances of the last twenty
years, and this week it actually adopts
his conclusion that the time has come
for reconsidering and revising the en-
tire system of taxation in a hold and
comprehensive way.”

$3,875,200; for the postal service to meet
the increased demands of cowmerce,
816,619,681 ; for river and harber im-
provements, $3,401,128; for counstructing
new ships, $6,080,838; for beginning the
work of the twelitl. census, $1,000,000;
for the Paris exposition, $ 210,000; for
new public bmldings, $5,000,000; for the
payment of judgments against the gov-
ernment under the Bowman act and for
the French spoliations, $3,100,768. Total,
$39,287,515.

The Prohibition Plebiscite.

Orrawa, March 10.—S8ir Wilfnd
Laurier, in answer to the request of the
Dominion Alliance that the government
would introduce a Dominion prohibitory
act at the coming session of parliament,
writes to Mr. F. S. Spence, secretary of
the Dominion Alliance, as follows :

Dear Mr. SPENCE,—When the delega-
tion of the Dominion alliance waited upon
the government last autumn to ask as a
consequence of the plsbiscite the intre-
duction of prohibitory legislation, they
based their demand upon the fact that on
the total of the vote cast, there was a
majority in faver of the principle of pro-
hibition. The exact figures of the votes
recorded were not at that time accurately
known, but official figures, which we have
now, show that on the question put to
the electors 278,487 voted ‘‘yea” and
264,671 voted ‘*‘nay.” Aftor the official
fygures had been made public it was con-
tended by some of the opponents of pro-
hibition that the margin of difference be-
tween the majority and the minority was
80 slight that it practically constituted a
tie and there was therefore no occasion
for the governnient to pronounce either
one way or other.

The government does not and cannot
share that view. We are of opinion that
the fairest way of approaching the
question is by a consideration of the total
vote cast in favor of prohibition leaving
aside altogether the vote recorded against
it. 1n that view of the question, the
record shows that the electerate of
Canada, to which the question was sub-
mitted, comprised 1,233,849 voters, and
of that number less than 23 per cent. or a
trifle over one-fifth, affirmed their con-
viction in favor of the principle of prohi-
bition. If we remember that the ubject
of the plebiscite was to give an oppor-
tunity to those who had at heart the
cause of prohibition, who believed that
the people were with them, and that if
the question were voted upon by itself
without any other issue which might
detract from its consideration a majority
of the electorate would respoud and thus
show that the Canadian people were pre-
pared and ready for its adoption, it
must be admitted that that expectation
was not justified by the attempt. On the
other hand it was argned before us by

Loaded with one of the largest cargnes
ever carried-out of the port of Portland, the
Castilian left that port for Liverpool at 1
o’clock Saturday afternoon. Duriag the
night the weather became hazy and the
steamer was proceeding slowly.

RUNS ON THE LEDGE.

A strict and vigilant lookont for buoys
ard other land signals was maintained, but
suddenly, a few miunutes before 4 o’clock,
breakers were sighted on the port beam,
The telegraphs rang with orders to reverse
the engines, bat before the order could be
obeyed the big liner struck on the ledges,
runniog up gently and with so little shock
that the fifty passengers sleeping in their
berths were not awakened.

The engines were immediately reversed,
but could not budge her from her position,
She held hard aod fast, swinging around
only with the tide until the surf-beaten

Gaonet Rock loomed up to the north two

miles astern.

The Castilian struck at low tide, and hung
on the ledge about the engine room. All
efforts to back her off proved unavailing.
The mon-ter engines were powerless to move
the luckless craft, and nothing remained but
to wait for daylight, when a boat’s crew
could be sent ashove for assistance.

The officers and crew behaved with the
utmost coolness. !
There was no confusion aboard the steam-
er. The fears of the passengors were quick- !
ly allayed by the assurance of the captain -
that every precantion would bes taken for
their safety. The weather was moderate,
the sea comparatively calm, and although |
there appeared to be no immediate danger
the boata were cleared and got ready for
launching. {
All orders were given and oheyed with
great coolness, and no panic ensued.

WATER FLOWS INTO THE HOLDS, | .

The ship rested easily, but the carpenters
soon reported that water was forming in her
forward compartmente. Numbers one and
two holds were goon full of water and the !
engine rooms were flooded six feet deep, |
The big liner became badly bilged from the '
saloon amidships to her foremast, but abaft
she was dry and afloat in five aud a half
fathoms at low water,

SEEKING AID,

At five o'clock a boat’s crew, with Chief
Officer McAffey and Purser Stewart, left the
steamer. After considerable difficulty they
landed at Little River and were driven to !
Tusket Wedge, the nearest telephone
station. They sent messages to Yarmouth
for. assistance and three steam tugs were im- |
mediately despatched to the scene, At nine |
o’elock Sanday night a steamer returued to
Yarmouth, bringing the passengers, fiity all '
told, safe and sonnd, but considerably pros- |
trated by their perilous experience. The

A $482,662,083 War.

Availing himself of the privilege ac-
corded by the Heuse of Representatives
previoua to adjournment, Chairman
Cannon of the committee on appropria-
tions has prepared for the Congressional
Record a more extended atatement of the
apprepriation made by the the ftifty-tifth
Congress than he made the day after ad-
journment. e places the total appro-
priations for the entire Congress at
$1,566,890,016, and the appropriations
authorized for future Congresses under
the continuing contract system for battle-
ships, river aad hatbor improvements and
public buildings at $70,000,C00. The
totasl appropriations made ai the last
session Mr. Cannon places at $673,668,-
400, showing an apparent reductiou of
$219,573,214 below the appropriations of
the preceding session. Mr. Cannon at-

tributed this reduction te the extraordin-

of peohibition without any expenditure of
money and without the usual excitement
of political agitation, the vote recorded in
favor of it was a compacatively large one.
This statement I did net then controvert,
nor do I controvert it here ; and now 1
would simply remark thav the honesty of
the vote did not suffer from the absence
of those causes of excitement ; and that,

About forty years ago, on a Sunday
morning in Fehruary,the steamer Hungar-
ian of the Moutreal OceanSteamship Com-
pany’s line, bound for Portland, Me. was
discovered half submerged on Cape Sable
Ledge. A snow storm driven by a wild
gale had prevailed ajl the nighy before and
when the people on shore, four miles away,
looked seaward they saw the breakers
sending their frozen spray clean over the
half submerged smokeatack and masts,
until finally pverything but a portion of
the vessel’'s stern disappeared. Of the
two humdred and thirty-seven souls op

board, not one survived to tell the atory

The chart is studd-
ed thickly with tidal ‘“‘rips” which drive
inoumerable craft on to destructiou on the
hundreds ot danger spots which best of sea-
maonship cannut counteract,
STRAIGHT TO HER DOOM.

As the Castilian struck she was steeriag '
