LONDON, Jan. 7.—Rudyard Kipling’s
latest performance in verse has natur-
ally gisgusted some of his warmest ad-
mirgrs. It is not that they object to
kis advoescy of conscription. That is a
favorite article of the jingo, although
the 'ljmu still hesitates to adopt it,
foresdeing, perhaps that when it comes
there ‘will be an end to the commercial
supremaey of Great Britain. /But
theré i3 some patriotism left among
us, in #pite of the new imperialism, We
do mot all acknowledge Mr. Kipling's
author to sit in judgment upon our
little island. Even were the poetic
quality ©f “The Islanders” fifty times
higher than it is, it would not justify
the langliage of hysterical vituperation
in whig b Mr. Kipling indulges. The
BOVes ittt tras- committed blunders
enough and to spare. They blunder-
ed during the progress of the
war, &% they Dblundered before
the 'wap began, but our sol-
diers ar®, as they always have been,
the prige of the whole country. Their
patient éndurance of hardship in South
Africa has been even more remark-
able L,“xtn their brilllant courage. Mr.
Kiplin® may detest manly sports as
mucli &8 he pleases. That is a matter
of téste and temperament, of nerves
and fiealth. But when he talked about
“flanneled fools at the wicket” and
“muddled oafs at the goals” he pro-
vokes just and general resentment.
Cricket and football may be absurd
like any other form of athletics, but
they are magnificent games, especially
cricket. It was in the cricket field—
which Australians, by the way, love
as much as Englishmen—that some of
our best officers of the British army
first distinguished themselves.

As for the "‘kept cock pheasant’—
t0 adopt Kipling’s refined poetic dic-
tion—Lord Roberts probably shot as
many as the Duke of Wellington.

Wkat conceivable harm can It do
soldiers to shoot straight?

The British people are not, as Mr.
Kipling calls them, idle, nor have they
as many gods as he assents they have.
They are industrious monotheists, hon-
est and God-fearing, well able to or-
der their lives without Mr. Kipling's
advice.

One pro-Boer journal calls him ‘In-
golent, mendacious, anaemic and white-
lvered.”
