ST. PETERSBURG, July 28—Most of
the St. Petersburg correspondents have
been so much absorbed by the Duma
and the revolt of the peasants that they
have neglected the details character-
izing the daily life in that capital. The
moral atmosphere that surfounds soci-
ety is, however, an essential element in
the situation. For this reason a story
told by the well known war correspon-
dent, Mr. Raymond Recouly, is of
special interest. He was calling the
other day at a friend’s house, where
he met Don Jaime de Bourbon, who
had lunched that very morning at Pet-
erhof, alone with the Tsar, the Tsar-
itsa, and their children, in the pretty
little house by -the sea, surrounded by
rich gardens, an oasis of complete
calm, in fact of almost tragic silence,
in the neighborhood of the. great city
now swayed by warring passions, Af-
ter Don Jaime’s departure the conver-
satien turned on the burning questions
of the hour. The host, a Prince, ex-
pressed his wrath against the Duma,
which was completing the humiliation
of Russia, and against the new Liberal
aristoerats, who, however, were repre-
sented in this very company by men
who decried the anarchy due to the
autocracy. M. Recouly listened to the
tragic duel, a prey to sombre presenti-
ments, and recalled a fact that had re-
cently come under his observation at-
testing the steady advance of the peril.
Thus an acquaintance of his was lunch-
ing the other day at home with a friend
when suddenly three students burst in-
to the dining-room, and, putting their
revolvers in the faces of the two people
at the table, ordered them to hand over
their money. “You must understand,”
said one, “that this is a political rob-
bery.”

Amid all this disorder St. Petersburg
is still making merry, spending the
night supping, listening to musk, or at
the Zoological j Garden, where a spec-
tacular piece is now being given to
crowded audiences on the story of the
revolt of the Cossack Pugatcheff, who,
under Catherine II., aroused the’ peas-
ants to burn the chateaux and to mass-
acre their inmates. Not long ago M.
Recouly was in a company of Iladles
and gentlemen of very advanced opin-
jons. The talk turned on a deputy, the
violent leader of the Extreme Left. One
of the ladies expressed her immense
admiration for him, and said: ‘“Some-
thing tells me he is destined for the
highest situations.” ‘Yes,” said a
friend of the deputy, ‘vou may be
sure, Madame, you are right, one of
the highest—to be hanged.” Such is life
in St. Petersburg.

Men Who Assisted Princess Louise are
Allowed to Suffer for Their Share
In Her Escape.

July 28.—The senational
flight of Princess Louise of Coburg
from the asylum at Eister, Saxony,
where she was imprisoned for five years
by her husband, Prince Philip of Co-
burg, is recalled by & sordid aspect of
what was otherwise a romantic escape.
Her lover, Mattachich, enlisted the help
of a clerk in the local bank, named
TFrederick Thornmann, and a local inn-
keeper, named John ‘Weitzer, both of
whom rendered valuable aid in further-
ing the flight of the princess. Matta-
chich promised both of them substan-
tial rewards, and Princess Louige, after
her escape, renewed these promises in
person. - When their complicity in the
affair become -known both suffered.
Thornmann lost a good post, thereby
sacrificing his prospects for a pension,
while Weitzer lost his best customers
and otherwise sustained damage. Two
years have elapsed. As the princess
shows no sign of redeeming her pro-
mises, Thornmann and Weitzer have
decided to sue her.

Thornmann assesses the compensa-
tion due him at $10,000, and Weitzer
fixes his claim at $9,000.

The valet, Willlam Glase, who gave
publicity to the scandal resulting in the
commital of the Princess von Wrede to
a sanatorium as a kleptomaniac, has
also been sentenced to mine months’
imprisonment, to be followed by two
years’ police supervision, for attempted
blackmail.

Then the telephone message
from her that was not truth mystified
him, and he quickly started a search
for her.

The only tidings he could get was
that she was seen walking up Brussels
street with the baby in her arms, and

he traced her to Moore’s drug store,
where he learned that she had purchas=-
ed some medicine, but since then he
has lost all trace of her. Many times
he has asked for tidings, but no person
can be found by him who appears to
know anything regarding her where-
abouts.

He searched all yesterday afternoon,
last night and this morning, but can
learn nothing of her whereabouts since
she left the drug store with her baby
yesterday morning.

Mr. McDermott says that his wife
has not been well lately and has been
taking considerable medicine. This
fact, with her sending the telephone
massage to him yesterday morning, and
her disappearance he:thinks is the pre=-
sult probably of her being of a temse
porarily. unsettied mind.

The police have been communicated
with on the matter and the grief-
stricken husband will be given every
assistance in an endeavor to locate his
wife and childl. \

It is thought that she has wandered
away somewhere but it is not thought
that she has committed suicide.

An inquiry at Moore’s drug store was
made about 11.30 o’clock this morning
and the clerk was brief in his remarks
that he knew nothing about the affair
whatever.

Armed Thief Entered a Compartment and
