Valuable Impressions of Each.

LONDON, Sept. 16—The Rev. B.
Bocock, who has just taken charge of
the Macclesfleld Primitive Methodist
Circuit, has adopted a novel course in
forming his opinions upon the publie
‘houscs of the town. Immediately upon
his arrival and before becoming well
known he made a tour of most of them,
and upon his experiences has based
some striking addresses. :

Mr. Bocock, in an interview, stated
that he did not make his visits in
clerical garb.

Wearing a working man’s suit, col-
ored tie, and cloth cap, and with a
large pipe for company, he sauntered
in and out of the bars and public
houses, employing principally F_riday
and Saturday nights for the purpose.

ter of luxurious fittings. He found a
larger number of young working wo-
men in them than he cared to see,
though he said their behavior was un-
exceptionakle.

With the management of numbers of
the houses no fault could be found.
The cbief imnression made upon him
was the enormous strength of the so-
clal appeal made by the public houses.
Many reforms are wanted, he agrees,
but he does not believe prohibition  is
possible, and to describe drink as ‘“‘dis-
tilled damnation” is no solution of the
problem. :

He twould place licenses under dis-
interested management, taking away
the stimulus for private profit, and
would give power to local authorities
to establish and maintain counter-
attractions.

NEW TYPE OF AIRSHP
FOR BATISH ARMY

After Two Years' Experiments
Maching s Now Ready
for Final Tests.

Combinatior of Features of French and
\ German Alrships and Each Im-
- proved On.

LONDON, Sept: 16.—Uriless some-]
thing unforeseen occurs within the next
fortnight Aldershot will see. the first
of the British fleet of military airshipsj|
floating over it.

For two years the work of building
a military airship has been in progress,
both Colonel Templar and Colonel Cap-
per, R. E., having been engaged in
the task. The latter is mow in com-
mand of the gerial section, but Colonel
Templar is still consulted and fre-
quently visits the establishment, Pro-
gress was very slow until recently,
when the great development of Con-
tinental airships gave an impetus to
English designers. Since then the work
has proceeded rapidly.

SOMEWHAT OF FRENCH TYPE.

The new airship will probably be
found to approximate to the type of
the French La Patrie. A sausage-

terial and heavily lacquered, carries &
light framework of steel and bamboo.
The envelope is of ‘great lifting power,
and is nearly eighty feet in length by
thirty feet in diameter. Both planes
and fan propellors are used in the di-
rection and propulsion of the airship,
and the models tried have in a remark-
able degree answered their helm, &
structure similar to that on La Patrie.
Some useful suggestions have been ob-
tained from the German airships, with
whose construction the Aldershot spec-
ialist staff are familiar,

Petrol will be the motivé power in
the engines, which are of the motor
type. Unfortunately, there has been
some troublg with these, and the ex-
perts are working hard to lessen their
liability to strain. The difficulties are
now surmount:d, and there is every
prospect that a greatly improved en-
gine will result. Already the motor
contains much that is an advance on
the French and German engines. It is
light and promises to be very reliable.

Nothingz definite is fixed'as to the
trial trip of the new airship, but it
will be first tried in calm weather, It
is suggested that it shall be called the
Edward VII because the King inspect-
ed it some time ago..:

HOW THE: SECRET IS° KEPT.

The new airship s lodged in a huge
shed on the Swans road, which forms
part of the large balloon factory which
Aldershot possesses. The, building for
the construction of the airship is of
a pecular shape, rising sto a clerestory
roof. The lighting is through windows
high up in the zinc walls, so that no
one can see what is inside except by
the use of a forty-foot ladder, Strict
guard is kept over the, whole of the
balloon establishment,

Colonel Capper has a considerable
staff at work in his department; where
much experimenting is going on in
other ways than on the war machine.
41l his men manifest the keenest in-
terest in the success of the new air-
ship, and are loyally co-operating to
prevent valuable details of its con-
struction leaking out. So keenly are
they concerned that it is not advisable
for any one of foreign appearance to
venture near the balloon factories.
Apart from the aeroplane, Colonel Cap-
per has on hand a large number of
experimental war Kkites. These are
being built in a smaller shed in front
of that containing ‘the airship. The
kites are the invention of Mr. Cody,
a United- States subject, who, with his
two sons, has been taken into the ser-
vice of the British Government. An-
other gentleman engaged on the air-
ship has a quite unofficial position, but
acts-as the superintending engineer,

HENRY H. ROGERS IS
A NERVOUS WRECK

FAIRHAVEN, Mass., Sept. 16—So far
as can be learned there has been no
noticeable change in the condition of
Henry H. Rogers during the past few
days. Mr. Regers is upwards of sev-
enty years of age and sincelJuly has
taken no active part in business, due
to the run-down condition of his sys-
tem. His stomach has troubled him
somewhat during the summer and at
times he has appeared to be slightly
nervous.

It was on the advice of his physicians
that he abandoned business cares and
took a long rest. He is not confined to
his bed, but appears about the town
and in New Bedford occasionally. Now
and then he attends the Unitarian
Church there. Yesterday the day was
excessively warm and he did not go.
He retires early each night as a rule.
This evening, for instance, it was gn-
nounced at his residence at 7.30 that
he had then retired for the night,

STUTTGART, Sept. 16.~One of the
most curious fedtures of the Inter-
national Socialist Congress, just con-
cluded at Stuttgart, ‘was the obvious

béen puzzled to see, nine-tenths of the
representatives exhibiting every sign
af .a comfortahle prasperity. . !

The congress, in fact, consisted large-
ly of well-dressed and well-nourished
men. As they lounged about the pas-
sages of the Liederhalle, or smoked
their cigars a‘n‘d[ drank ‘their heller
bier in the restaurant they lent an air
of ease and comfort to a gathering
whose Trevolutionary nature might
never have been suspected by a deaf
man.
