Continuation of System Recommended—
Thr.lling Tale of Special
Patrol,

i e

OTTAWA, Jan. 14—The annual re-
port of the Northwest mounted police,
tabled in the house of commons yes-
terday, contains the usual report of
faithful and in many cases heroic ser-
vice quietly and efficiently performed
‘b_v “the finest police force in the
world.”

The strength of the force now stands
at 51 officers and 600 men commission~-
ed officers and constables, or practical-
ly the same as in'the previous year.
They are stationed at ten divisional
posts of 148 detachments. The farthest
flung detachment on the Arctic Ocean
is 2,500 miles from headquarters and
it takes two months to make the jour-
\ney. Commissioner Perry states that
the governments of Alberta and Sas-
katchewan have asked that the pres-
ent arrangement for the employment
of the force, which expires on April
1st, 1911, which shall be continued for
five years, and he recommends that
this be dohe. ;

During the last fiscal year 14 cases
of murder were dealt with by the
mounted police and 5,849 cases of crime
were registered as against 6,377 during
the previous twelve months. There
was a decided increase ip the offenses
| against women, 81 cases being entered
resultin gin 41 convictions.

The crop of. horse thieves was also
large, giving 44 convictions during the
year as against 29 for the previous
year. Crimes  caused by excessive
drinking accounted for 1,561 convic-
tions. There were 129 cqnvictions for
prairie and forest fires. Some of these
fires caused by carelessness were very
destructive and in some cases lives
were sacrificed. During the year 1,940
prisoners were received and the guard
rooms have been over-crowdd. At Cal-
gary prisoners were refused because
they could not be accommodated,

Perhaps the most interesting part of
the report is the storv of the special
patrol made by Inspector Pelletier and
three constables across the northern
part of Canada from Fort Saskatche-
wan via Athabasca Landing and Great
Slave Lake to Chesterfield Inlet on
Hudson Bay, a total distance of 3,347
miles. Part of the journey the party
had to subsist on raw deer meat and
on the voyage from Fullerton to Fort
Churchill théir boat was wrecked and
they safely arrived only, .after appal-
ling _hardships 2and narrow escapes
both by sea and land. *“‘Of the many
arduous patrols made by “the force,”

says Commissioner Perry, “this has
been the most extended and difficult.”

Scientifc aad Medical Sccietes Planning
Investigation—Sir Heary Morrs Among
Thes2 Who !Im Severely Griticiz:d

LONDON, Jan. 13—England’s Chris-
tian Scientists have pot had .to. con-
tend with internecine strife such as
that which preyailed in circles in the
United States in connection with the
charges of mental malpractice involv-
ing Mrs. Augusta E. Stetson, but they
are preparing to take up the cudgels
against repeated attacks which have
been made wpon their faith by medical
men and scientists. Chief among those
who have made the harshest criticism
in this concerted arraignment of the
faith has been Sir Henry Morrts, who
ranks among the foremost of Eng-
land’'s surgeons.

So far has this opposition developed
within organized lines that a plan is
under consideration which proposes
that the various scientific and medical
societies shall designate ‘a committee
to undertake a careful scientific inves-
tigation of the nature and subsequent
histery of cases asserted to have heen
cured by Christian Science, by hypno-
tism and at Liourdes. There is no for-
mal intimation of the nature and sub-
sequent history followed - with a view
to requesting. contingent legislation,
but this is more'than hinted at in pri-
vate statements made by eminent
medical men. .

In discussing 'Christian Science and
its cures at length Sir Henry Morris
asserted in a recent statement, which
has been given wide publicity in med-
ical circles by the Lancet, in tracing
the great miracle cures alleged by his-
sory..

SCIENCE TEACHES FAITH,

“The' teaching and practice of Chris-"

ignore all the ‘physical
reality of sickness, set aside all the
recognized means of curative science
and rely entirely om an jappedal to the
‘source of life for more life’ In theory
Christian Science healings differs from
faith healing in this—faith healers do
not doubt the reality of disease and
suffering, but believe that all spiritual
and divine force neutralizes and coun-
geracts them, whereas the Christian
Scientists deny entirely the existence
of a body or of pain and sickness and
profess to call down the divine influ-
ence to overcome & false idea.

Such a claim, if put forward in so
many words, is a claim to work mir-
acleg. The Christian Scientist capnot
get away from the fact that, on his
own showing, he thus attempts to
work miracles, It is the purpose, there-
fore, to criticize the ‘cult’ from this
point of view.”

After pointing out' separately the
methods described in the Bible in re-
storing varicus individuals to nealth,
Sir Henry” continued:

THE ABSENT TREATMENT.

“If the laying on of hands is part
of the healing, how do the Christian
Scientists justify their attempts on
patients. at a distance? ‘And Wwhy do
they restrict themselves to the exercise
of the healing power only and disre-
gard all thé other endowments specl-
fled in the text? Do they speak with
new tongues? Could they take up ser-
pents«or drink deadly things and yet
remain unharmed? Would they Lake,
say, concentrated laurel water instead
of claret for dinner, or eat aconite
root instead of horseradish with roast
beef? Why 'do they not give demon-
strations in their churches or temples
of the impunity with which they can
manipulate venemous snakes and ser<
pents? ;

“Just now there is a phase of opin-
jon—entertained, too, by some honor-
able and distinguished men—that there
is scope and reason for the exercise of
‘suggestion’ as a remedial and curative
agent; and it has been seriously put
forward that the already vastly over-
burdened medical curriculum should be
still further charged by the addition of
‘a sound psychological _traininig,’ 8o
that every medical practioner should
be able to employ ‘mental therapeu-
tics’ and to engage in ‘the scientific
practice of suggestion.’” But I venture
to think that it would highly un-
desirable to combine ‘the practice of
‘suggestion’ with the ordinary practice
of our professsion. Such a course seems
to offer encouragement to those out-#
gide the profession to make arrogant
pretengions to curative powers, and
might possibly lead to unfounded ac-
cusations and regrettable indiscretions,
even with- the pmfes&ion itself. Even
if it should come to be decided that a
set of persons should be properly train-
ed to practice treatment by suggestion,
I am not gquite sure, that the doctor
should have more to do with the treat-
ment than merely to exarmine and pro-
nounce whether the case is suitable
for its employment.” -

“Suggestion enters into every act of
our life, celors our sensations and.con-
stantly influences our judgment,” said
Dr. Bernard Hollander, - president .of
the Ethologlcal Society.- “Even sclen-
tific men who in their branch of learn-
ing accept mnothing that cannot be
mathematically demonstrated, oOften
are 'hi‘ghly c¢redulous in other matters;
hence there are so many ardent be-
lievers among them. Suggestion is used
largely in these days in the treatment
of nervous ailments and morbid states.
Suggestion alone, however, would mnot
effect a-cure, but medical men recog-
nize more fully than ever that man is
a compound of body and spirit. Even
in purely medical disorders the consti-
tution*is weakened by the constant in-
dulgencs of morbid thoughts and
habits., Eerein Christian Science has
failed, for it pays no attention to
bodily meeds and thus does positive
harm to the patient.”
