LEAH YEAR FOR @ATARID.

Because of ScarcRy and High Priee
of Foed.

Under the caption, “A Lean Yeet
for Ontano" the Weekly Sun says:
we have nine million aecres
devo to the various field ecrops
grown in Ontario. Of this total, about
three million aeres are in hay, an#
two and thr ler millions in oats.
Thus well over sixty per eent. of the
entire acreage given to field cultiva-
tion .is in these two erops and these
fwo main the poorest in
many years. gay will mot give over
two-thirds of the tonnage per aecre
this year that has boen harvested in
recent years—probably not over half.
Oats are likely to be nearly 35 per
cent. below the average yield, and
this is equivalent to eutting off
twenty-five million bushels on this
one crop alone.

On the other hand, the hay which
has been harvested has been excep-
tionally well saved, and corn, which
can be largely substituted for hay.
has of late been making aplend:dpfo—
gress, while the area in this crop is
larger than uswal. There is only about
one-sixth”the aeresge in corn that we
have in hay, but the tonnage per
acre is six times as great in one case
as in the .other. If we have an open
fall, thus permitting of the fuvll ma-
turity of the eorn, the inecreased yield
in this crop may pretty well offset the
shortage in the other ccarse fodder.

Peas, which hed been steedily de-
clining in aereage up to 1904, have
since shown a rapid increase, and the
area in this crop in the present sea-
son will probably be one-fourth great-
er than that of three years ago. At
f)resent the promise is for an excel-

nt yield in pess. Barley again, of
which we ‘will p~obably have 800,07
acres this year, snems as if it will po
somewhat above the average in yield
per acre. If the season had been a
normal one for all' fall wheat we
wouldd ‘probably kave had eight hm-
dred thousand acres in this erop, but
a great deal of the land intended for
the production of fall wheat has been
drilled in with barley, and this, while
it means a shortage in flour, will add
considerably to the available supply
of feedstuffs. But after all allowances
are made, there will t‘ndoub?edl-y be |
a material shortage in feed in 1207,
as compared with recent years.

So far as grain is concerned On-
tario will, as our correspondent
“Vim” said recently, have practically |
none for export this year. Our de- |
pendence in products for sale will |
have to be on butter and cheese.
bacon and beef cattle. and the cost
of making these will be higher than |
asual because of the high values |
which will undoubtedly be placed on |
teedstuffs. |

On the whole, this «ill be a lean
~ear for Ontario fe-mers.
