Lisbon, April 24—A meeting of the
bishops of Portugal has been called
for May 2. It will be held in the pat-
riarch's palace, at San Vincento under
the presidency of the patriarch of Lis-
bon, and' will discuss the attitude to
he taken on the recently promulgated
law respecting the separation of the
church and state,

A telegram has been received from
Rome stating that the Vatican is
awaiting the decision of the Portu-
guese bishops, before determining up-
on what action it shall take,

The separation law was promulgat-
ed on April 21, and as its provisions
were already knewn, it was received
generally with indifference. The law
provides for entire liberty of ali
sects and cedes to the clergy free of
cost all property necessary for the
celebration of public worship,

He:returned the
paper and it was understood that he
struck out these  additional words
leaving the amendment as just quot-
ed and as It appears In the official
records of the House. Mr. Macln-
tyre read it again and the vote took
place.

It now is asserted that after My
Sealey had corrected the amendment,
the words “That the resolution as
amended be adopted,” were on the
paper,

It is a disputed point whether Mr.
McIntyre read this rider. He says
that he recollects doing it and Mr.
Pugsiey and a number of Liberals say
that they heard him do so. The Con-
servative members who were present
distinctly say that they did not hear
Mr, Melntyre read them. It is admit-
ted on all hands that the Comserva-
tives present did not notice this
rider, and that if it was read, they
voted for the amendment under a mis-
apprehension,

The Globe, on Monday, published a
statement that the Conservatives
