La Trobé, Pa, July 5.-—Seventeen
persous were killed, a number fatally
injured gnd 30 others hurt at 4.30 this
afternoon when a passenger train on
the ™ Ligonier Valley. Raliroad was
smashed from behind by a double-
header freight train. Only one passen-
ger escaped without injury.

The accldent occurred at the fair
grounds at Kilpen, one-half mileg from
Ligonier, a summer resort.

The passenger otrain had started
from Ligonier, It ‘consisted of an en
gine and coach’ the engine pushing
the coach. The freight train was made
up of ma coal cars and wi being
pulled by two heavy locomotives.

The impact was terrific, he passen-
ger coach was practically iaid open
and the passengers either crushed or
thrown like shot through the air
