And before long, unless sup-
plies of relief food keep pouring into
the country, healthy Belgian men and
women will die from actual starva-
tion. Before that happens the pangs of
hunger will probably drive them to
measures, futile but desperate, which
will bring upon them the terrible re-
tribution of an army of occupation.
Of the many places I visited there
have been burnt indelibly into my
memory the pictures of Louvain, Ma-
lines, Lierre, Duffel, Vise and Tamines.
In these towns, with populations rang-
ing from 6,000 to 60,000 people, the
destruction is so terrible that as I ap-
proached them they reminded me of
Pompeli—the only difference being
that the brick of the walls which still
stand look newer.

Living in Cellars.
“In Vise, for instance, with a popu-
lation before the war of about 6,000, I
had heard there were only three
houses which had not been destroyed.
Dr. Ross, chairman of the Rockefeller
Foundation, who is now in Belgium
studying the conditions, told me he
could find only one house which had
not been burned. When I visited the
place I could not find even one, so
great had been the destruction.
